I have known MGen Richardson for about 25 years, in his role as former TAG, and member of many 
community Boards we have served on together. In all his roles, he has exhibited excellence and great 
leadership skills.

During this period where the WDC mission is to closer integrate the needs for a qualified work force, 
i.dentifying available workforce skills and available, or necessary, training programs, MGen Richardson 
will bring much needed expertise and personal contacts to the "Military to Civilian Transition Program".

The first HCC graduating 
class of welders produced 3 graduates who are now fully employed by the Ship Repair industry. The 
second HCC class, currently has 10 YCA cadets in training, with expectations that all will be employed by 
the Ship Repair industry after successful graduation. This has been a very successful Private-Public 
Partnership, with MGen Richardson being a big part of the success.
