Good morning Chair Keith-Agaran, Vice Chair Rhoads and members of the Committee on 

Judiciary and Labor. I am Allicyn Tasaka, Executive Director of the Workforce Development 

Council (WDC) testifying in strong support of Alicia Moy’s confirmation to the WDC for a term 

to expire on June 30, 2017 (GM 569) and for a term to expire on June 30, 2021 (GM 570).

Previous to her current 

position, she was senior vice president of Hawaii Gas’ parent company, Macquarie Infrastructure 

Company (MIC), which owns, operates and invests in a diversified group of infrastructure 

businesses in the United States. At MIC, she oversaw corporate strategy, funding and 

management of several utility companies. She also worked on the acquisition of Hawaii Gas by 

MIC. She has served as a member of Hawaii Gas’ board of directors since 2011 and currently 

also serves on the board of directors of Macquarie Renewable Energy Holdings. 

 

Ms. Moy is a member of the Hawaii Business Roundtable and serves on the boards of directors 

of Bank of Hawaii, Aloha United Way and the Chamber of Commerce of Hawaii. 

 

Ms. Moy’s extensive experience in the energy industry in the private sector make her a valuable 

resource to the WDC as energy has been identified as an in-demand industry for next several 

years. 

 

I respectfully urge you to confirm Ms. Moy as a member of the Workforce Development Council 

where her leadership and experience would greatly benefit the Council.

I am a business consultant in Honolulu who works closely with Hawaii Gas and the energy industry, and I am 
submitting written testimony in support of the nomination of Hawaii Gas President & CEO Alicia Moy to 
serve on Governor David Ige’s Hawai‘i Development Workforce Council.  
 
Hawai‘i’s energy landscape is rapidly changing, which requires the transformation of our workforce to meet 
the needs of a new, dynamic marketplace.
