 Senate Bill No. 103, S.D. 2, implements the State constitutional amendment of 

Senate Bill No. 2554 of the Regular Session of 2016 that was ratified on November 8, 

2016, and authorizes the disposition of excess general fund revenues to pre-pay 

general obligation bond debt service or pension or other post-employment benefit 

liabilities.  The effective date of this measure is June 30, 2017. 

 The Department of Budget and Finance supports this bill to implement the State 

constitutional amendment.
