Dear Senator Baker: 
 
 One of the Democratic Party of Hawaii’s legislative priorities for the 2017 legislative 
session is to revitalize the Hawaii Health Authority and require that the Authority prepare a 
comprehensive health plan for Hawaii’s residents. Accordingly, DPH stands in support of 
SB1269, the intent of which is to fund and staff the Hawaii Health Authority and require the 
preparation of a comprehensive health plan for the 2018th Legislative Session.  Given the current 
crisis in health care, taking an immediate step towards assessment of the options available to 
achieve a comprehensive state health plan is urgently needed. Moving forward at this time is also 
appropriate given the Trump Administration’s support for individual state’s to take the lead on 
establishing a health plan that addresses the individual health needs of its residents.  
 SB1269 has been referred to the Committee on Commerce, Consumer Protection & 
Health. Yet, a hearing has not been scheduled on this important legislation. For these reasons we 
ask that you act to ensure the Committee’s staff takes whatever actions are necessary to schedule 
a hearing before the upcoming hearing deadline. Without your help this Bill will die.
