A BILL FOR AN ACT

RELATING TO CYBERSECURITY.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

1 SECTION 1. Section 128B-l, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is

2 amended by amending subsections (a) and (b) to read as follows:

3 “(a) There is established the full-time Hawaii

4 cybersecurity, economic, education, and infrastructure security

5 coordinator to oversee cybersecurity and cyber resiliency

6 matters, including cybersecurity, economic, education, and

7 infrastructure security for the State. The coordinator shall be

8 placed within the [otptc dcpartmcnt of dcfcnoc.] office of

9 enterprise technology services under section 27-43.

10 (b) The coordinator shall be selected by the [statc

11 adjutant gcncral] chief information officer based on the

12 recommendations of the various agencies, departments, and

13 private entities that will partner with the coordinator.”

14 SECTION 2. Statutory material to be repealed is bracketed

15 and stricken. New statutory material is underscored.
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1 SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2017.
