A BILL FOR AN ACT 
RELATING TO CRIMINAL HISTORY RECORD CHECKS. 

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. The legislature finds that the Internal Revenue 

Service has instituted a new requirement to perform background 

checks on certain current and prospective employees and 

contractors that receive access to federal tax information. The 

background checks must be comprehensive and include a Federal 

Bureau of Investigation fingerprint search. To comply with this 

new requirement, the child support enforcement agency and the 

departments of taxation, human services, and labor and 

industrial relations require additional authorization to search 

criminal histories of employees, prospective employees, and 

contractors, if authorized, and to perform a fingerprint search 

of these persons. Multiple other departments and agencies have 

received this additional authority. The purpose of this Act is 

to extend similar authority to the child support enforcement 

agency and the departments of taxation, human services, and 

labor and industrial relations to allow them to comply with new 

Internal Revenue Service requirements. 
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1 SECTION 2. Chapter 231, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is 

2 amended by adding a new section to be appropriately designated 

3 and to read as follows: 

4 "1231- Criminal history record checks. (a) The 

5 department shall establish a personnel security program that 

6 ensures a background investigation is completed at the 

7 appropriate level designated by the United States government for 

8 any person, including any authorized contractor, to have access 

9 to federal tax information. This program shall include criminal 

10 history record checks in accordance with section 846-2.7.
