Your Committee on Finance, to which was referred H.B. No.
1727, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO LABOR,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to require employers defined
under the federal Fair Labor Standards Act to provide minimum wage
employees with paid sick leave to be used during absences from
work due to the employee’s illness or need for preventive medical
care, or to care for a family member who is ill or needs
preventive medical care, or during a public health emergency to
care for a child or family member.
