Your Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce, to which
was referred H.B. No. 1775 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE DEFINITION OF CONFIDENTIAL
PERSONAL INFORMATION,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to amend the unconstitutional
vagueness in the definition of “confidential personal information”
as determined by the Supreme Court of the State of Hawaii in State
v. Pacquing, 139 Haw. 302 (2016), by narrowing and clarifying the
circumstances under which a password constitutes confidential
personal information.

The Department of the Prosecuting Attorney of the City and
County of Honolulu, Honolulu Police Department, and one individual
testified in support of this measure. The American Council of
Life Insurers testified in opposition.

Your Committee has heard testimony regarding the sufficiency
of the definition, such as whether the disclosure of the listed
information without the person’s name should be enough to
constitute a crime. While your Committee appreciates the gravity
of this concern, your Committee defers to your Committee on
Judiciary with respect to this issue, who may properly address
this issue should they decide to hear this measure.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote
further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for style,
clarity, and consistency.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 1775, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
1775, H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committee on Judiciary.
