"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO MOTOR VEHICLE TIRES,"
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to create better incentives
for tire recycling and to offset some of the expenses of used tire
cleanup by authorizing each county, at its discretion, to
establish a requirement for customers to provide an equal number
of used motor vehicle tires to a tire retailer as the number of
new motor vehicle tires purchased, or pay a fee that shall be
refundable upon provision of the appropriate number of used tires.

The Department of Health, County of Hawaii, two members of
the Hawaii County Council, County of Maui Department of
Environmental Management, Sierra Club of Hawaii, and several
individuals supported this measure. The Hawaii Automobile Dealers
Association opposed this measure.

Your Committee notes that the Department of Health and the
Hawaii Automobile Dealers Association are currently working
together on a solution to create more incentives for tire
recycling.
