1944 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO FILIPINO VETERANS BURIAL
ASSISTANCE,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to recognize the sacrifices of
many World War II Filipino veterans and their final wishes to be
buried in their homeland by:

(1) Establishing a Filipino-American Veterans of World War
II Burial Assistance Program within the Office of
Veterans’ Services to provide burial grants to cover the
funeral and burial costs of Filipino-American veterans
of World War II, including the cost of returning the
veterans’ remains to the Philippines for burial; and

(2) Appropriating funds to cover the operating expenses of
the Filipino-American Veterans of World War II Burial
Assistance Program and for the costs of providing the
burial grants.
