Development to provide training programs for state
employees to improve and enhance their understanding of
their job duties;

(2) Establish the Public Employees Training Fund for the
development and implementation of training programs for
state employees; and

(3) Allocate one percent of collective bargaining increases
to the Program.

The Judiciary and Hawaii Government Employees Association,
AFSCME Local 152, AFL-CIO supported this measure. The Department
of Budget and Finance provided comments.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Finance that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2077, H.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
