The purpose of this measure is to protect public health,
safety, and security by:

(1) Establishing the Hawaii State Fusion Center as a program
under the Office of Homeland Security to monitor,
identify, and respond to threats in coordination with
multidisciplinary local, state, and federal agencies;
and

(2) Establishing the position of Hawaii State Fusion Center
Director to manage the operations of the Hawaii State
Fusion Center.

The Department of Human Services, Department of
Transportation, Department of Business, Economic Development and
Tourism, Board of Water Supply of the City and County of Honolulu,
Hawaiian Electric Company, Inc., Hawaii Electric Light Company,
Inc., Maui Electric Company, Ltd., Retail Merchants of Hawaii,
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Ho’omana Pono LLC, Ho’omana Pono Political Action Committee, and
three concerned individuals testified in support of this measure.

Your Committees have amended this measure by changing its
effective date to December 23, 2083, to facilitate further
discussion.

Culture and the Arts and Public Safety that are attached to this
report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and purpose
of H.B. No. 2091, as amended herein, and recommend that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2091, H.D.
