The purpose of this measure is to clarify certain aspects of
the behavior analyst law to ensure that the State has an adequate
workforce of trained professionals and paraprofessionals who can
continue to provide comprehensive behavior analysis services.

Hawai‘li Psychological Association and a few individuals
testified in support of this measure. Alocha Behavioral
Associates, LLC., Hawai‘i Association for Behavior Analysis, Autism
Behavior Consulting Group Hawaii, Behavior Analysis No Ka Oi,

Inc., and numerous individuals testified in opposition. The
Professional and Vocational Licensing Division of the Department
of Commerce and Consumer Affairs and Hawaii Medical Service
Assoclation provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:
(1) Specifying the national certifying agencies by which

individuals exempt from licensure must be credentialed
or certified; and
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(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2143, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and

recommends that it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto
