The purpose of this measure is to consolidate the law
enforcement functions of the State within the Department of the

Attorney General.

More specifically, the measure reorganizes state law
enforcement functions by:

(1) Establishing an enforcement division within the
Department of the Attorney General; and

(2) Transferring to the enforcement division, the state law
enforcement officers and activities of the:

(A) Department of Land and Natural Resources Division
of Conservation and Resources Enforcement;

(B) Department of Public Safety, including its
Narcotics Enforcement Division; and

(C) Department of Transportation Harbors Division.
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Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Hawaii Government Employees Association and two concerned
individuals.

Your Committee received testimony in opposition to this
measure from the Department of the Attorney General, the
Department of Land and Natural Resources, the Department of Public
Safety, the Department of Transportation, The Nature Conservancy,
and the Young Progressives Demanding Action--Hawaii.

Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee isg in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2203, H.D. 1, and recommends that it be referred to your Committee
on Finance.
