"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO WATER QUALITY MONITORING, "
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to appropriate moneys to the
Department of Health to establish one full-time equivalent
position to conduct water quality assessments on all streams and
coastal waters on the island of Hawai‘i, investigate complaints,
and enforce surface water regulations.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs, Hawai‘i County Council Member
representing District 1, Oahu County Committee on Legislative
Priorities of the Democratic Party of Hawai‘i, and two individuals
testified in support of this measure. The Department of Health
provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:
(1) Changing the appropriation to an unspecified amount;
(2) Changing the full-time equivalent (FTE) position count

for the Environmental Health Specialist IV position from
one FTE to an unspecified number; and
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(3) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
