The purpose of this measure is to effectively mitigate the
threats and impacts of invasive species on Hawaii's economy,
natural environment, health, and lifestyle and to implement the
Hawaii Interagency Biosecurity Plan by:

(1) Reorganizing the Hawaiil Invasive Species Council
(Council), an interagency coordinating body without
dedicated staff or funding, into the statutorily
established Hawaii Invasive Species Authority
(Authority) within the Department of Agriculture;

(2) Adding additional expertise, staff, and new duties to
the Authority; and

(3) Appropriating funds to the Authority for personnel and
operating costs and to the Department of Land and
Natural Resources for interagency projects and research
related to invasive species as directed by the
Authority.
