“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO COFFEE BERRY BORER,”

The purpose of this measure is to extend the civil service
exemption of the Pesticide Subsidy Program Manager position within
the Department of Agriculture to June 30, 2022, to correspond with
the extension of the Subsidy Program pursuant to Act 65, Session
Laws of Hawaii 2017, and to allow the Program Manager to assist in
processing subsidy applications for pesticide costs incurred in
the final year of the Subsidy Program.
