“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO FOUND ELECTRONIC DEVICES,”

The purpose of this measure is to require sanitization of
unclaimed electronic devices containing any personal information
prior to being returned to a finder, disposed of, auctioned, or
recycled by county police departments and the Department of
Transportation.

The Office of Consumer Protection of the Department of
Commerce and Consumer Affairs and Office of Enterprise Technology
Services testified in support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2311, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
2311, H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committee on Judiciary.
