“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE NATIONAL GUARD,”

The purpose of this measure is to preserve the operating
budget of the State Department of Defense while assisting the
Department in recouping costs associated with the rental and use
of facilities under their jurisdiction, including utility,
maintenance, and personnel costs, by allowing the Department to
retain a portion of the rental revenues to cover these costs.

The State Department of Defense testified in support of this
measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing its effective date to March 19, 2100, to
facilitate further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Culture and the Arts that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
