Services and Injury Prevention System Branch.

The Department of Public Safety, Department of Health, Bobby
Benson Center, and Hawaii Substance Abuse Coalition testified in
support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Changing its effective date to July 1, 3000, to promote
further discussion; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
