The purpose of this measure is to amend the definition of
“drug”, in regards to the offense of operating a vehicle under the
influence of an intoxicant, to include any substance that impairs
a person.

The Department of Transportation, Hawai’i Police Department,
Department of the Prosecuting Attorney of the County of Maui,
Honolulu Police Department, Office of the Prosecuting Attorney of
the County of Kaua’i, Office of the Prosecuting Attorney of the
County of Hawai’i, Hawaii Strategic Highway Safety Plan, Hawaii
Chapter of Mothers Against Drunk Driving, and a concerned
individual testified in support of this measure. The Office of
the Public Defender testified in opposition to this measure. The
Consumer Healthcare Products Association provided comments.
