Your Committee on Education, to which was referred H.B. No.
2484 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO EDUCATION,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Require the Department of Education (DOE) to establish
and maintain a priority list of schools in need of
classroom cooling;

(2) Require that, beginning with the 2018-2019 school year,
no less than 50 percent of all funds appropriated to the
DOE for classroom cooling projects be for grants to
schools on the classroom cooling priority list; and

(3) Enable any school on the priority list to apply to the
DOE for grants to fund energy-efficient classroom
cooling projects approved by the school principal.

The Hawaii State Teachers Association, Oahu County Committee
on Legislative Priorities of the Democratic Party of Hawaii, and
an individual testified in support of this measure. The DOE and
IMUAlliance provided comments on this measure.
