Sir:

Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred H.B. No.
2590, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO AERONAUTICS,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to decriminalize certain minor
airport offenses under the State’s aeronautics laws, and any rules
or orders issued pursuant thereto, by replacing criminal penalties
with civil penalties for the specified offenses.

The Aircraft Owners and Pilots Association, General Aviation
Council of Hawaii, and three concerned individuals supported this
measure. The Department of Transportation submitted comments on
this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Clarifying that the specified current misdemeanor
offenses shall be classified as violations;

(2) Clarifying that the penalty for a violation shall be a
fine, rather than a civil penalty;

(3) Adding a savings clause; and
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(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2590, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Third
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2590, H.D. 2.
