The purpose of this measure is to assist agricultural
landowners to overcome the difficulty in recruiting and retaining
farmworkers due to the shortage of affordable housing for
farmworkers and farm employees by allowing the building of farm
dwellings and employee housing for farmers and farmworkers and
their immediate family members on agricultural lands, subject to
specified requirements and restrictions.

The Hawaii Island Economic Development Board, Hawaii Leeward
Planning Conference, Hawaii Cattlemen's Council, Inc., Oahu County
Committee on Legislative Priorities of the Democratic Party of
Hawaii, and three concerned individuals supported this measure.
The City and County of Honolulu Department of Planning and
Permitting, County of Maui Department of Planning, and a concerned
individual opposed this measure.
