The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds for the
Office of Hawaiian Education of the Department of Education to
continue the Hawaiian Studies Program in schools as determined by
the Office of Hawaiian Education.

The Hawaiian Civic Club of Honolulu, Oahu County Committee on
Legislative Priorities of the Democratic Party of Hawaii,
Kamehameha Schools, Papa Ola Lokahi, Ho’omanapono Political Action
Committee, and a few concerned individuals testified in support of
this measure. The Center for Hawaiian Sovereignty Studies
testified in opposition to this measure. The Department of
Education provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to December 24, 2088.
