Your Committee has amended the bill to provide the
substantive contents of the bill in long form so that a public
hearing may be properly held on its substantive contents.

The purpose of this measure, as amended, is to assist
Hawaii's veterans, including their families and dependents, by
requiring the Office of Veterans' Services to organize,
coordinate, and conduct an annual State of Hawaii veterans summit.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, &
Culture and the Arts that is attached to this report, your
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Committee is in accord with the action to report out H.B. No.
2697, as amended herein, and recommends that it be recommitted to
your Committee on Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, &
Culture and the Arts, for the purpose of holding a public hearing
thereon, in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2697, H.D. 1.
