2719, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO ENERGY,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Establish the Hawaii Clean Economy Initiative Advisory
Board (Board) to advise the State on the transition to a
clean energy economy and support the State in meeting
its goal of building an economy that, by 2045,
sequesters more atmospheric carbon than it produces;

(2) Allocate funds from the Energy Security Special Fund to
support the activities of the Board;

(3) Change the name of the Hawaii Clean Energy Initiative
Program to the Hawaii Clean Economy Initiative Program
(Program) and expand the role of the Program to manage
the State’s transition to a clean transportation
economy; and

(4) Extend the implementation date of the Program’s plans
from 2030 to 2045.
