Your Committee on Energy & Environmental Protection, to which
was referred H.B. No. 2726 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO SOLID WASTE MANAGEMENT,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Require the Department of Health (Department) to set
benchmarks to reach an eighty-five percent redemption
rate by 2023 and submit annual reports on its progress
for the Deposit Beverage Container Program;

(2) Establishing a Plastics Recycling Grant Program (Grant
Program) to identify Hawaii-based alternatives for the
sustainable recycling and reuse of plastic commodities;
and

(3) Appropriating funds for the Grant Program and to
establish two positions for the Glass Advance Disposal
Fee Program.
