The purpose of this measure is to request the Office of
Veterans' Services to report to the Legislature on how the
increase in burial service requests has affected the Hawaii State
Veterans Cemetery.

Your committee received testimony in support from the State
of Hawaii DoD, Hawaii State Office of Veterans Services, Oahu
County Committee on Legislative Priorities of the Democratic Party
of Hawaiil, Hoomanapono Political Action Committee (HPAC), and four
individuals.

Your committee noted that the backlog is partially caused by
an annual increase in burial service requests during the winter
months of November through March.
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Your committee has amended this measure by requesting l-year,
5-year, and 10-year plans for cemetery operations, including
staff, burial space, honor guard availability, and budget
estimates.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Veterans, Military, & International Affairs, &
Culture and the Arts that is attached to this report, your
Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.C.R. No. 174,
as amended herein, and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Finance in the form attached hereto as H.C.R. No.
