The purpose of this measure is to request the Department of
Health to prevent the spread of rat lungworm disease and other
zoonotic diseases in human populations by hiring a State
Veterinary Medical Officer.

The Department of Land and Natural Resources and one
concerned individual submitted testimony in support of this
measure. The Department of Health submitted comments.

Your Committee notes that the Department of Health testified
that fulfilling the request made in this measure would require
additional funding to provide a competitive salary for a well
qualified public health veterinarian.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Health & Human Services that is attached to this
report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
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H.C.R. No. 222 and recommends that it be referred to your
Committee on Finance.
