The purpose of this measure is to diversify Hawaii’s economy
and promote the space industry in Hawaii by requesting the
Department of Business, Economic Development and Tourism to
convene a committee to be known as the International Moon Base
Alliance, comprising representatives from government, industry,
and research institutions to provide recommendations and guidance
for the development of evolvable lunar architecture on the island
of Hawaii.

The Pacific International Space Center for Exploration
Systems and Board of Directors of the Pacific International Space
Center for Exploration Systems testified in support of this
measure. A concerned individual testified in support of the
intent of this measure.
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Your Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Including the Chairs of the House Committees on Economic
Development and Business and Veterans, Military &
International Affairs, & Culture and the Arts, and the
Chair of the Senate Committee on Economic Development,
Tourism, and Technology, or their designees in the list
of individuals invited by the Department of Business,
Economic Development and Tourism to join the
International Moon Base Alliance; and

(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Economic Development & Business and Veterans,
Military, & International Affairs, & Culture and the Arts that are
attached to this report, your Committees concur with the intent
and purpose of H.R. No. 56, as amended herein, and recommend that
it be referred to your Committee on Finance, in the form attached
hereto as H.R. No. 56, H.D. 1.
