Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred H.R. No.
93 entitled:

“HOUSE RESOLUTION REQUESTING THE JUDICIARY TO CONVENE A
WORKING GROUP TO DEVELOP AND IMPLEMENT PROTOCOLS FOR HANDLING
CRIMINAL CASES INVOLVING VULNERABLE VICTIMS AND WITNESSES,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to request prosecutors from
the various counties and the Attorney General to report to the
legislature as to their victim protocols.

For the purposes of a public hearing on this bill, your
Committee circulated HR93, H.D. 1 PROPOSED (Proposed Draft), and
notified the public that it would be accepting testimony on the
Proposed Draft.

The Ho’omanapono Political Action Committee, the Oahu County
Committee on Legislative Priorities of the Democratic Party of
Hawaii, and one individual testified in support of the measure.
The Maui Department of the Prosecuting Attorney testified in
opposition of the measure. The State of Hawaii Judiciary offered
comments.
