The purpose of this measure is to improve the operations of
the Board of Regents of the University of Hawaii by:

(1) Amending the composition of the Board of Regents of the
University of Hawaii;

(2) Reducing the terms of most members of the Board of
Regents from five to three years;

(3) Reestablishing the Governor's authority to directly
nominate and, with the advice and consent of the Senate,
appoint the members of the Board of Regents; .

(4) Requiring the Governor to fill a vacancy on the Board of
Regents within 90 days;
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Pursuant to a proposed constitutional amendment,
abolishing the Regents Candidate Advisory Council for
the Board of Regents; and

Terminating the term of each existing member of the
Board of Regents effective March 1, 2019, and requiring
the Governor to nominate new members to the Board of
Regents by January 29, 2019, for terms to commence on
March 1, 2019.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs supported the measure.
Association of Emeritus Regents of the University of Hawaii and
University of Hawaii Student Caucus opposed the measure.
