Sir:

Your Committee on Finance, to which was referred S.B. No.
2613, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO INTOXICATING LIQUOR,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Authorize the county Liquor Commissions to issue new
class 2 restaurant licenses before restaurants commence
operation;

(2) Clarify that class 2 licenses are transferable; and

(3) Require an applicant for a new class 2 restaurant
license or a transferee to certify that the applicant or
transferee intends to and will derive no less than 30
percent of the establishment’s gross revenue from the
sale of foods.

The Maui Arts & Cultural Center, Maui Chamber of Commerce,
and one concerned individual submitted testimony in support of
this measure. The Liquor Commission of the City and County of
Honolulu and one concerned individuals submitted comments.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Finance that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2613, H.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Third Reading.
