The purpose of this measure is to establish a process and
requirements for licensure by endorsement for physicians,
surgeons, and osteopathic physicians who are licensed in another
jurisdiction to practice in Hawaii. Additionally, this measure
appropriates funds from the Compliance Resolution Fund for the
Department of Commerce and Consumer Affairs to implement the new
licensure by endorsement requirements.
