11, Sustailnable Cities and Communities, of the seventeen United
Nations Sustainable Development Goals and Indicators, in the
Hawaii Revised Statutes, with references to existing state
sustainability programs.

The Department of Land and Natural Resources, Department of
Agriculture, Department of Human Services, Office of Hawaiian
Affairs, Office of Planning, HPM Building Supply, Airport
Concessionaires Committee, Planned Parenthood Votes Northwest and
Hawaii, Oahu County Committee on Legislative Priorities of the
Democratic Party of Hawaii, Oahu Economic Development Board,
Hawai‘i Green Growth, and two individuals supported this measure.
Two individuals opposed this measure.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Removing the requirement that state agencies take
actions that are in line and pursuant to the goals of
the Aloha+ Challenge;

(2) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to
encourage further discussion; and

(3) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
