begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to amend the Hawaii Employer-
Union Health Benefits Trust Fund definition of “dependent-
beneficiary” to clarify eligibility of children for participation
in fund benefit plans and conform to the federal Patient
Protection and Affordable Care Act of 2010.

The Employer-Union Health Benefits Trust Fund Board of
Trustees and University of Hawaii Professional Assembly supported
this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making a technical
amendment that clarifies that coverage is excluded for dependent
children that are added to their plans more than ten months after
the death of active employees or retirees.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Labor & Public Employment that is attached to this
