Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
classification of the offense from a class C felony to a non-
criminal violation and specifying that the civil penalty for the
offense is mandatory training on the historical significance of
certain property to Native Hawailians and, for public employees,
censure.

Committee on Ocean, Marine Resources, & Hawallan Affairs that is
attached to this report, your Committee is in accord with the
