(HILYNC) ;

(3) Urge additional child-serving agencies that are not
currently members of HISYNC to participate in HISYNC's
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interagency forum and send local representatives to each
of the regional HILYNC committees; and

(4) Urge HISYNC to coordinate the complex landscape of the
child-serving system.

The Department of Health, Department of Education, Hawaii
Youth Services Network, and Oahu County Committee on Legislative

Priorities of the Democratic Party of Hawai‘i testified in support
of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the title
