BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

SECTION 1. Section 302A-853, Hawaii Revised Statutes, is
amended to read as follows:

"§302A-853 Administration of medication. School health
aides may assist students by administering oral and topical
medication, and in emergency situations, other premeasured
medication; provided that:

(1) TIf the student receiving the medication is a minor, a
parent or guardian requests and authorizes the
administration of medication;

(2) The medication has been prescribed by a licensed
physician, as defined in section 334-1, [ex] by a
practitioner with prescriptive authorityl[+], or by a

licensed advanced practice registered nurse with

prescriptive authority pursuant to 457-8.6; and
