The purpose of this measure is to expand the existing
exemptions for marine terminal equipment being temporarily moved
in or between terminals from obtaining a certificate of
inspection, and driver’s licensing requirements for persons
operating the marine terminal equipment moving in or between
terminals on the islands of Hawaii, Maui, and Kauai.

The Department of Transportation, Matson, and one individual
testified in support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing the
effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote further discussion.
