(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Committees are in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
451, as amended herein, and recommend that it pass Second Reading
in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 451, H.D. 1, and be
referred to your Committee on Finance.
