The purpose of this measure is to prohibit the sale or
distribution of all flavored tobacco products, including tobacco
products with menthol, in the State.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Carving out an exception to the ban on flavored products
for menthol and mentholated products;

(2) Prohibiting the mislabeling of any e-liquid product that
contains nicotine as nicotine-free;

(3) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote
further discussion; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Health that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
1009, S.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 1009, S.D.
2, H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committees on Consumer
Protection & Commerce and Judiciary.
