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Fiscal Implications:  Hawaii saved one billion dollars in total health care savings from 2000 to 1 

2017 through tobacco use prevention with youth and pregnant women and adult cessation efforts.  2 

Reducing the initiation of tobacco use and helping people to quit tobacco products will 3 

ultimately reduce health care costs and improve health outcomes. 4 

Department Testimony:  The Department of Health (DOH) supports Senate Bill 1009, Senate 5 

Draft 2, House Draft 2 (S.B. 1009, SD2, HD2) which proposes to amend Chapter 712, Hawaii 6 

Revised Statutes (HRS) by prohibiting the sale or distribution of all flavored tobacco products, 7 

excluding products with menthol, prohibiting mislabeling of e-liquid products containing 8 

nicotine as nicotine-free, and clarifying the fines and penalties for unlawful sales of flavored 9 

tobacco products in the State of Hawaii, effective July 1, 2050.  The Department defers to the 10 

Department of the Attorney General (AG) for enforceability. 11 

 The availability of flavors is amongst the top reasons given by youth nationally, and the 12 

number one reason in Hawaii for the use of e-cigarettes, also called electronic smoking devices 13 

(ESDs). Moreover, a higher rate of Hawaii high school students than their national peers, 28 14 

percent believe that ESDs are not dangerous. Peer influence is also a significant factor, with 44 15 

percent of youth reporting their four closest friends are ESD users.1,2   16

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Youth vaping is a serious public health issue.  Only 4.7 percent of adults report current 1 

use ESDs as compared to 26 percent  of Hawaii public high school students.3,4  Nationally, youth 2 

vaping surged 78 percent in one year between 2017 and 2018.5  Flavors serve as an enticement 3 

factor to lure youth through candy and fruit flavors along with cartoon characters.6  Many ESDs 4 

and their refill liquids come in sweet flavors, such as mango, chocolate, gummi bear, and 5 

strawberry. In 2017, researchers were able to identify more than 15,500 unique e-cigarette 6 

flavors available online.7    7 

On April 1, 2019, U.S. Food and Drug Administration (FDA) Commissioner Scott 8 

Gottlieb who has described teen vaping as an “epidemic” stated,  “The need is clear. We’ve 9 

heard too many painful stories from parents of teenagers, pediatricians, and young people 10 

themselves; and, they reinforce what we all already know – for many young e-cigarette users, 11 

addiction has already taken hold. These young people are hooked on vaping, and their worried 12 

parents, physicians, and the public health community are searching for tools to help them quit.”8 13 

While flavors attract youth to vaping, nicotine drives their addiction.  Many youth are 14 

unaware of the addictive properties of nicotine.  The brain continues to develop until age 25 and 15 

is the last organ to fully mature in the human body.  Adolescence is a period of significant brain 16 

development, and nicotine exposure can disrupt the growth of brain circuits that control 17 

attention, learning, lead to increased impulsivity and mood disorders, and increase susceptibility 18 

to addiction.9 Besides the impact on brain development, more youth who never tried cigarettes, 19

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are now using ESDs, and research shows these youth are more likely to initiate cigarette use. 1 

Smoking is still the leading cause of preventable deaths in Hawaii and the nation.    2 

 In Hawaii, from 2011 to 2015, experimentation with vaping among middle school 3 

students increased six-fold, and amongst high school youth the increase was four-fold.10  4 

According to the Hawaii 2017 Youth Risk Behavior Survey (YRBS), 16 percent of middle 5 

school and 26 percent of high school youth are current ESD users, and the rates are even higher 6 

on the neighbor islands with Hawaii County at 34 percent, Maui County at 32 percent, and Kauai 7 

County at 31 percent.11  These percentages are over twice as high as the national average of 13 8 

percent, and data show that Hawaii has been leading the trend in ESD use by youth.12  The 9 

National Youth Tobacco Survey (NYTS) that reported the 78 percent increase from 2017 to 2018 10 

was the first national survey to reflect the impact of rising sales of JUUL and other USB-shaped 11 

ESDs.   12 

 The current ESD use rate of 26% is comparable to the high school smoking rate of 28% 13 

in 1999.  The Department supports this legislation to ban flavored tobacco products, to prohibit 14 

the mislabeling of any e-liquid product that contains nicotine as nicotine-free, and to clarify the 15 

fines and penalties for unlawful sales of flavored tobacco products.  Ending the sale of flavored 16 

tobacco products is an issue of both health and social justice.  Candy and fruit flavored tobacco 17 

products are marketed to youth intentionally to replace smokers of traditional cigarettes.   18 

The major tobacco companies continue to invest heavily in flavored products with their 19 

own brands and are acquiring existing ESD companies.  The global ESD industry has grown 20 

dramatically and in 2017 was valued at 22.6 billion U.S. dollars.13  Altria, parent company of 21 

Phillip Morris, invested 12.8 billion dollars for a 35 percent stake in JUUL, a product so popular 22

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with youth that, “to JUUL” has become a synonym for vaping.  A single flavored pod of JUUL 1 

contains as much nicotine as 20 regular cigarettes. 2 

The Department respectfully requests the help of the State Legislature to support 3 

legislation to protect children in Hawaii, since a federal ban on flavored tobacco products is still 4 

uncertain.  The passage of S.B. 1009, SD2, HD2 would be a significant policy to close the 5 

market of appealing products that are addicting our youth and young adults to nicotine. 6

Purpose of Bill: Bans the sale of flavored tobacco products except for menthol or 
mentholated products.  Prohibits mislabeling of e-liquid products 
containing nicotine.  Establishes fines and penalties for violations.  
(SB1009 HD2)

Department's Position:
The Department of Education supports SB 1009, SD2, HD2, provided that its passage does not 
replace or adversely impact priorities as indicated in our BOE approved budget. 

The 2017 Hawaii Youth Risk Behavior Survey data indicate that almost half of our high school 
students have tried e-cigarettes and 25% are now regular users.  Although traditional cigarette 
use has declined in recent years, it is still concerning, with one out of every four youth saying 
that they have smoked a cigarette.  

Flavored tobacco products are disproportionately used by youth, partially due to the false 
perception that fruit- and menthol-flavored products are less harmful than those that are 
tobacco-flavored.  A 2013 US FDA report on the health impact of menthol cigarettes determined 
that menthol cigarettes lead to increased smoking initiation among youth and young adults, 
greater addiction and decreased success in quitting smoking. 

The nicotine in tobacco products has been found to be addictive and is especially harmful to 
youth neurologic development.  There are numerous other negative health consequences 
associated with the use of tobacco products and second hand exposure to tobacco smoke and  
e-cigarette vapor, including higher rates of asthma and respiratory infection.  These health 
conditions may limit a student’s ability to attend and participate fully in school and may have 
long term effects on their educational attainment. 

The Department of Education is committed to supporting all students' well-being by providing a 
safe learning environment and helping them to develop health literacy skills in order to help 



them reach optimal academic success.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify in SUPPORT WITH REVISIONS of this important 
measure.  The purpose of this measure is to ban the sale of flavored tobacco products. 

According to the Campaign for Tobacco-Free Kids, flavored products play a major role 
in young people trying tobacco for the first time. Although there has been significant 
progress in reducing cigarette use amongst youth, overall use of tobacco products 
remains high due to the popularity of flavored products available for  
e-cigarettes. With over 15,000 flavors on the market, restricting the sale of kid-friendly 
flavors is necessary to protect them from a lifetime of nicotine addiction. 

According to the Hawaii’s 2017 Youth Risk Behavior Survey, the percentage of Hawaii 
high school and middle school students who have tried vaping are 42.3% and 27.0%, 
respectively. The percentage of Maui County high school and middle school students 
who have tried vaping are even higher at 50.7% and 32.1%, respectively. These figures 
show that the prevalence of e-cigarettes is a serious problem and more needs to be done 

to prevent the use of tobacco products amongst students. 

The most current version of this measure includes an exception to the ban on flavored 
products for menthol and mentholated products. Menthol is a particularly insidious 
compound since its cooling properties mask the harshness of tobacco smoke and 
nicotine, making it the starter product of choice for new tobacco users. I would suggest 
banning the sale of all flavored tobacco products, including menthol and mentholated 
products.

Although some proponents have 
indicated that electronic smoking devices reduce use of conventional cigarettes, 

they have also resulted in a tremendous and sudden increase in tobacco usage 
by young people. It must also be noted that electronic smoking devices are NOT 

FDA-approved tobacco cessation devices. 
 
For all of the foregoing reasons, the Office of the Prosecuting Attorney of the 

County of Kaua‘i strongly supports S.B. 1009 S.D. 2 H.D. 2.  Thank you for the 
opportunity to testify on this matter.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) SUPPORTS SB1009 SD2 HD2, which seeks 
to ban the sale of flavored tobacco products.  This bill would help protect Native 
Hawaiian adults and youth—who already exhibit high rates of tobacco use and chronic 
diseases, including those associated with or exacerbated by tobacco use—from the 
cumulative and harmful health consequences of e-cigarettes and other tobacco products.  
 

OHA has long advocated for meaningful policies which reduce health inequities 
faced by Native Hawaiians.  Most recently, OHA spearheaded the State effort to codify 
“social determinants of health” through Act 155 (Reg.  Sess.  2014) and require state 
agencies to take a holistic and systemic approach to addressing health disparities seen in 
Native Hawaiian and other communities.  In furtherance of our strategic plan and 
advocacy efforts, we now seek to improve the conditions of Native Hawaiians by reducing 
substance abuse, including tobacco and nicotine products.   

 
Smoking and tobacco use have had severe consequences for Native Hawaiians.  

For example, Native Hawaiian women have the highest rates of asthma in the State,1 and 
exposure to tobacco smoke exacerbates such respiratory issues.  Moreover, health data 
reveals that lung and bronchus cancers associated with tobacco use kill more kāne 
(31.3%) than any other form of cancer; this trend has remained steady since 1975.2 
Alarmingly, nearly one in five Native Hawaiians is a current smoker;3 and Native 
Hawaiian youth are more likely than any other ethnic youth group in Hawai‘i to use 
electronic vaping products, with adolescent Native Hawaiian females comprising one in 
three vaping product users.4   
 

E-cigarette use in particular has become “a major health concern” among youth 
nationwide, according to the United States Surgeon General.  To address the skyrocketing 
rates of vaping in high schools and middle schools, the FDA has recently moved toward a 
ban on flavored e-cigarettes, menthol cigarettes, and flavored cigars.  National advocacy

Position: Comments 
 
The Hawaii Food Industry Association is comprised of two hundred member companies 
representing retailers, suppliers, producers, and distributors of food and beverage related 
products in the State of Hawaii.  
 
The federal government already has in place adequate regulations regarding flavored 
cigarettes. Tobacco regulations are handled at the federal level for good reason. Enforcing this 
type of ban on very specific kinds of a product, which are legal at the federal level would be a 
potentially logistically difficult and very expensive process.

This bill unfairly targets and penalizes those who choose to use certain types of products, and 
the businesses that serve these customers. This type of regulation is not really necessary and 
can be obtrusive.

The Hawaii State Teachers Association strongly supports SB 1009, SD2, HD2 

banning the sale of flavored tobacco products. 

 

This measure would ban the sale of flavored tobacco products in the state of Hawaii 

starting on 1/1/2020. 

 

Flavored tobacco products have been proven as the entry point for youth to start 

smoking. According to the FDA’s 2018 National Youth Tobacco Survey over two-

thirds (67.8 percent) are using flavored e-cigarettes, which is a significant increase 

from 2017. The 2017 CDC, Youth Risk Behavior Surveillance System reported 8.1% 

of high school students smoked on at least one day in the past 30 days. 

 

Locally the Hawaii’s Youth Risk Behavior Survey of public high school students 

disclosed the following: over 42% of Hawaii high school students have tried using 

vapor products; over 25% of Hawaii high school students indicated that they are 

regular users; and neighbor islands high school students reporting even higher 

numbers with over 31% of Kauai students, over 32% of Maui students, and over 

34% of Hawaii county students reported to be regular users. 

 

This data is clear and the reason the Hawaii State Teachers Association asks your 

committee to support SB 1009, SD2, HD2. We need to protect our youth.

My name is Jamil Folio, I am the Administrative Manager for “The Man Cave” retail business in 
Kihei, Hawaii. I am a property owner, father of young children, concerned citizen and a small 
business advocate who is proud to call Maui my home. 


I am writing in STRONG support of HB 276, the tobacco flavor ban. We sell tobacco products 
in our store, and understand the trepidation of other business owners/operators concerning 
potential lost revenue. BUT, we cannot jeopardize the health of our youth and our community 
by focusing on short term profit.


An alarming number of Maui high school students, 30%, are using flavored vapor products, or 
e-cigarettes.  A good portion of them will go on to use more traditional tobacco products and 
in case you are unaware that carries significant health risks. Children are 3 to 10 times more 
likely to start smoking having had exposure to vaping or e-cigarettes in the past.


21,000 children under the age of 18 currently living in Hawaii will die prematurely from 
smoking. 


If you could please read the previous sentence one more time. Then consider the financial cost 
associated with long term cancer and end of life care.  Any lost short term revenue from 
banning the sales of flavored tobacco products is a minor rounding error in the long term costs  
associated with cancer for tens of thousands of Hawaii’s citizens.

Dear Chair Luke, Vice-Chair Cullen, and Members of the House Finance Committee: 
 
At Blue Zones Projects we are working to make Hawaii a happier, healthier place to live, work and play.  
We support SB1009 SD2 HD2, which will ban the sale of flavored tobacco products, ultimately reducing 
the number of users and potential users.   
 
Youth are highly attracted to the variety, 15,500 + and growing, flavors.  These are marketed to appeal to 
young people.  With names like Fruit Hoops, Cali Colada, Space Jam, TrollzE, and Blizzard Berry-BRRRST, 
clearly the industry is targeting children under 21.  By attracting young people, the next generation of 
consumers is being cultivated. 
 
It is targeted, and the messaging is working phenomenally well. Nationally, there was a 78% increase from 
2017-2018 in current e-cigarette use among high school students and 48% increase among middle school 
students.  Bringing the total number of middle and high school students currently using to 3.6 million, 1.5 
million more than the previous year.  Hawaii youth are part of this trend, 42% of HIDOE high school 
students and 27% of middle school students report having ever used an electronic vaping product. 
 
“Each day more than 2800 adolescents aged 12-17 try smoking with 10.9% of students trying before the 
age 13.  Roughly 700 adolescents transition to daily smoking each day and more than 60% of teen smokers 
still smoke 5 years later.”1 The fruity flavors are favored by teens because they mask the taste of the bitter 
nicotine.  Children are the target consumer with these flavors that is shown by the increase in products 
by young people.  Our children are becoming addicts, and although the schools have been given the ability 
to take ESDs away from students and turn the devices over to the police, it is impossible to stop addiction 
by simply removing the device.  We need to target the source of the adolescent addiction.   
 
Young people are the industry’s target through the sale of flavored tobaccos.  This tactic gets children 
hooked.  “Preventing youth from smoking is important because 90% of smokers start before the age of 
18, and very few adults will begin to smoke or use smokeless tobacco products after age 26.  An estimated 
5.6 million youth <18 will die prematurely from a smoking-related illness; these deaths can be averted 
through concerted public health measures and regulatory measures.”2  We cannot address this epidemic 
nationally, but we can address it here for our Hawaii youth, and be an example for others.

This situation is a public health crisis that costs our state.  The trajectory of teen vaping rates will surpass 
those of teen smoking rates at their peak.  The levels of nicotine in one JUUL are making kids addicts 
immediately.  It is not smoking, coughing and gagging on a combustible cigarette.  It is enjoying the flavor 
of something that has the nicotine equivalent of 20 cigarettes.  And most teens think they are only vaping 
flavors, not nicotine.3 
 
There has been recent backstepping at federal level regarding this epidemic.  As a state, we do not have 
the time to take a “wait and see” approach.  The crisis is now.  For years, we have done our keiki a 
disservice by ignoring the numbers and trusting that the industry has been acting ethically.  We are 
allowing a generation to become addicted to nicotine through the hook of flavored e-liquids.  
 
This measure is the top priority of the youth council.  Our children are asking the adults to address the 
issue of their health and well-being; we can’t fail them.  We are grateful to the committees for hearing 
SB1009 SD2 HD2 and hope that you will consider passing this bill.

My name is Michael Robinson, Vice President, Government Relations & Community 
Affairs at Hawai‘i Pacific Health. Hawai‘i Pacific Health is a not-for-profit health care 
system comprised of its four medical centers – Kapi‘olani, Pali Momi, Straub and Wilcox 
and over 70 locations statewide with a mission of creating a healthier Hawai‘i. 
 
I write in support of SB 1009, SD2, HD2 which would ban the sale of flavored tobacco 
products except menthol or mentholated products. 
 
Tobacco use remains the leading cause of preventable disease and death in the United 
States and in Hawai‘i.  Tobacco use is a serious public health problem in terms of the 
human suffering and loss of life it causes, as well as the financial burden it imposes on 
society and our healthcare system.  Annually, $526,000,000 in health care costs are 
directly attributed to smoking in the State.  Flavored tobacco products promote youth 
initiation of tobacco use and help young occasional smokers become daily smokers by 
reducing or masking the natural harshness and taste of tobacco smoke, thereby 
increasing the appeal of tobacco products.  Menthol, in particular, is used by the tobacco 
industry because it has a cooling and numbing effect and can reduce the throat irritation 
from smoking, thus making menthol cigarettes an appealing option for youth who are 
initiating tobacco use.  Candy and fruit flavors improve the taste and reduce the harshness 
of tobacco products, making them more appealing and easier for beginners to try tobacco 
products and ultimately become addicted.  The popularity of electronic cigarettes among 
youth is concerning, as these products contain nicotine. 
 
E-cigarette use or vaping among youth and young adults has become a national public 
health concern.  E-cigarettes are now the most popularly used tobacco product among 
youth and young adults, surpassing cigarettes. While smoking rates in Hawaii have 
decreased through the years, ESD use has rapidly increased, threatening significant 
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public health gains through our Tobacco 21 law and tobacco youth access laws. This is 
particularly concerning because e-cigarettes provide a new way to deliver the addictive 
drug nicotine. No matter how it is delivered, nicotine exposure can lead to addiction and 
harm the developing brain. Studies are also finding that ESDs can lead to smoking 
cigarettes for new users, including kids.  Marketing strategies by the tobacco industry and 
electronic smoking device industry have significantly increased the introduction and 
marketing of flavored non-cigarette tobacco products, especially ESDs.  Products are 
glamorized in order to appeal to our youth, using flavors such as candy, fruit, chocolate, 
mint, Kona coffee, Maui Mango, Shaka strawberry, and Moloka‘i hot bread. 
 
Recognizing the increasing public health concerns of flavored tobacco products, other 
jurisdictions have enacted bans on the sale of those products.  Hawaii should also take 
the step to impose a similar ban.

Chair Luke, Chair Cullen, and Members of the Committee: 
 
 The Hawaii Primary Care Association (HPCA) is a 501(c)(3) organization established to advocate 
for, expand access to, and sustain high quality care through the statewide network of Community Health 
Centers throughout the State of Hawaii.  The HPCA SUPPORTS Senate Bill No. 1009, House Draft 2, 
RELATING TO FLAVORED TOBACCO PRODUCTS. 
 
 The bill, as received by your Committee, would: 
 

(1) Prohibit beginning January 1, 2020: 
 

(A) The sale, offer for sale, or possession with the intent to sell or offer to sell a 
flavored tobacco product; or 

 
(B) The mislabeling of e-liquid containing nicotine as nicotine-free; 

 
(2) Clarify that a statement or claim is made to the consumer or public that the product has 

or produces a characterizing flavor be prima facie evidence that the tobacco product is a 
flavored tobacco product; 

 
(3) Provide that any flavored tobacco product in the retailer's possession at the time of the 

violation be considered contraband, promptly seized and subject to forfeiture and 
destruction; 

 
(4) Authorize penalties on a retailer whose agent or employee violates the foregoing not to 

exceed $500 for the first offense, and not less than $500 but not more than $2,000 for 
any subsequent offense; 
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(5) Allow any county to adopt rules or ordinances that place greater restrictions on the access 
of tobacco products and provide that the more stringent restriction prevail; 

 
(6) Include both savings and severability clauses ; and 
 
(7) Take effect on July 1, 2050. 

 
 Federally Qualified Health Centers (FQHCs) provide desperately needed medical services at the 
frontlines in rural communities.  Long considered champions for creating a more sustainable, integrated, 
and wellness-oriented system of health, FQHCs provide a more efficient, more effective and more 
comprehensive system of health. 
 
 FQHCs have long seen first-hand how tobacco has literally destroyed the lives of our patients and 
their families.  Because of the ubiquity of cigarettes, chewing tobacco, and now electronic smoking 
devices, the impacts of tobacco affect our citizenry on a generational basis with people experimenting 
at even earlier ages.  From our perspective, the development of flavored products are intended 
specifically to introduce these products to younger consumers for the purpose of grooming the next 
generation of smokers, chewers, and vaporers. 
 
 It is for this reason that the HPCA joins the Hawaii Public Health Institute and other advocates in 
strong support of all efforts to rid the marketplace of these products.

Dear Representatives Luke, Cullen and members of the Finance Committee: 
 
This measure is extremely critical to the health of the children of our state and our entire state 
as well.  Please vote in favor of SB1009, SD2, HD2 banning flavored tobacco products in 
Hawaii. 
 
I am Executive Director of the Hawaii COPD Coalition and serve 46,015 Hawaii adults diagnosed 
with COPD in Hawaii (with an estimated equal number still undiagnosed). Since 2007, I have 
worked in Hawaii, nationally and internationally with countless people who have had their 
lungs and lives horribly affected by tobacco and nicotine.   
 
We are grateful that this legislature has been the first in the nation to pass legislation banning 
the sale of tobacco and electronic smoking devices to people under 21 in Hawaii.  
Unfortunately, that doesn’t stem the growing epidemic of young people and adults in our state 
who are smoking electronic smoking devices, commonly referred to as ESDs, e-cigs, or vaping. 
 
With 168,000 young people in our schools and with 42% of all high school students and 27% of 
middle schoolers reporting ever having used an “electronic vaping product” in 2017, we have 
an urgent need to act. All our young people deserve protection from a lifetime of addiction. 
 
While the FDA’s proposed plan aims to restrict the sale of flavored e-cigarettes in convenience 
stores and gas stations, it still allows e-cigarette products to stay on the market and online 
without review by the FDA until August 2022. We know rulemaking at the federal level often 
takes a long time which is why state-level action on menthol and other flavored products is 



needed now. We can’t wait to protect our keiki. Additionally, the new proposed policies do not 
address flavors in any form of smokeless tobacco or hookah. 
 
The chemicals used in e-juice and other products have NOT been tested nor approved for 
inhalation, particularly butter flavors which has been known to cause popcorn lung, 
otherwise known as bronchiolitis obliterans (which is a very serious progressive lung 
condition, basically causing the lungs to disappear from the bottom of the lungs upwards).  
The people using these products SAY they don’t FEEL different and aren’t currently having 
symptoms but the studies show otherwise.  The most recent study is the FIRST study to show 
an independent association of e-cigarette use with chronic respiratory disorders and it’s a 
Hawaii study.  The citation is https://www.ncbi.nlm.nih.gov/pubmed/30472577

Sadly, addicted tobacco smokers often also said they were “fine,” up until they were 
hospitalized with a severe COPD “lung attack” and put on supplemental oxygen for the rest of 
their lives as well.  The over 15,000 flavors of ESDs are designed to entice and attract youth 
with flavors and designs and packing like sweet candies they love, like gummy bears, jolly 
ranchers, and more! 
 
We already have over 46,000 Hawaii adults with COPD.  The studies showing that e-cigarettes 
cause cardiac and respiratory disorders provide further urgency as to why it is imperative that 
this bill be passed NOW, to prevent our state from having ever more young and older people 
with COPD, heart disease and the accompanying reduced quality of life. 
 
Please help protect the lungs and lives of our children from these very harmful products that 
are spreading virally in our schools, from elementary through high school and beyond.  We urge 
you to please vote in favor of SB1009, SD2, HD1 and pass it out of committee so it can 
become law.  The Hawaii COPD Coalition thanks you very much for your careful consideration 
of this most important and timely bill.

Our mission is to empower 
youth to become global leaders ready to tackle the problems of tomorrow and make the world a 
better place. With that goal in mind, we strongly support SB1009 SD2 HD2. 
 
Flavored tobacco products are a direct attack on our youth; There are over 7,000 different flavors of 
tobacco and there is clear evidence that these products are both unsafe and made to take 
advantage of young audiences decision by negatively influencing their decisions.1 Research shows 
that chemicals used in flavorings of ESD liquid, such as Diacetyl and acetyl propionyl, are not 
approved by the FDA for inhalation and are associated with respiratory disease when inhaled.2 
Specifically, high doses of diacetyl have been shown to cause acute-onset bronchiolitis obliterans, a 
severe and irreversible obstructive lung disease when inhaled.3 Additionally, human lung cells that 
are exposed to ESD aerosol and flavorings are show increased oxidative stress and inflammatory 
responses.4 

As a community, we must stay committed to the well-being of our youth, which is why Bridge Club 
Hawaii strongly supports SB1009 SD2 HD2. Thank you for this opportunity to testify.

The Coalition for a Tobacco-Free Hawai‘i, a program of the Hawai‘i 
Public Health Institutei is in Strong Support of SB 1009 which would 
end the sale of all flavored tobacco products in the state. 
 

 
 

The above table currently shows that the total tobacco tax revenue 
collected in FY18 total $120.5 million. Of the total, 92% comes from 
cigarettes, 0.2% comes from little cigars, 1.3% comes from large cigars, 
and 6.6% comes from other tobacco products. Currently no tobacco 
tax revenue is collected from vaping products, and menthol cigarettes 
are exempt from the bill, which means that the sale of flavored tobacco 
products will only impact cigars and other tobacco products. 
 
This measure helps to protect our keiki from a lifetime of addiction. 
Hawaii is experiencing a vaping epidemic among our young people. The 
State Legislature has worked hard to protect our residents from the 
harms caused by tobacco use, but the rapid growth of e-cigarette use is 
alarming.  
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With 42% of all high school students and 27% of middle schoolers reporting ever having 
used an “electronic vaping product” and 4.7%ii of adults regularly using ESDs in 2017, we 
have an urgent need to act.  

 
In addition, the latest report released in Feb 2019 by the CDC (attached) is very concerning:  
• E-cigarette use increased from 11.7% to 20.8% among high school students and from 

3.3% to 4.9% among middle school students from 2017 to 2018.  
• There were 1.5 million more current youth e-cigarette users in 2018 than in 2017. 
 
The industry claims that they’re not targeting kids, but their actions tell a different story.  
With 15,500 e-cigarette flavors and growing, these products are not being responsibly 
marketed. Candy flavors such as Fruit Hoops, Sour Straws, Gummy Bears, and Cookie 
Monsta are designed to appeal to kids, and make nicotine go down easier. With 81% of 
youth starting with a flavored productiii, regulating the flavors designed to capture  
and addict new customers prioritizes the health and safety of our community over tobacco’s 
special interests. The industry selects colorful packaging and ads that appeal to taste and 
pop culture. Tobacco companies have a long history of using these same tactics to entice 
new and younger users and make them repeat customers. In addition, despite our Tobacco 
21 law, several stores to continue to sell to underage minors, as reported in the FDA 
Compliance Check inspections siteiv:  
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These new products are glamorizing nicotine addiction. 
The vaping industry has taken full advantage of delays by the FDA to regulate these 
products. Large volume (30-60mL), highly concentrated (5-5.9%) nicotine sale e-liquids have 
entered the market in youth-oriented flavors. Most recently, pod-based systems such as Juul 
and Suoprin have disrupted the e-cigarette market by creating an easily concealable sleek 
device that can deliver higher concentrations of nicotine. Tobacco giant Altria, maker of 
Marlboro, spent $12.8 billion to purchase a third of Juul, which has 76% of the e-cigarette 
market share and is worth $38 billion. 
 
 

  

JUUL introduced 5% nicotine salt solutions in 0.7mL pods (about the size of your 
thumb). The company claims that it releases the same amount of nicotine found 
in a pack of cigarettes.  
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At the risk of allowing these products to remain on the market, we are addicting a new 
generation to these deadly products. The health of Hawaii’s keiki must be protected from 
the predatory marketing of tobacco companies. 
 
Hawai‘i has an opportunity to act now and be the first state to end the sale of flavored 
tobacco. 
Over 180 localitiesv have passed restrictions on the sale of flavored tobacco products, and 
over two dozen restrict the sale of menthol cigarettes. FDA’s proposed plan aims to restrict 
the sale of flavored e-cigarettes in convenience stores and gas stations, however, it still 
allows e-cigarette products to stay on the market and online without review by the FDA 
until August 2022. Since recognizing flavors and vaping as a national public health concern, 
the FDA has only sent warning letters to 18 manufacturers since May 2018. We know 
rulemaking at the federal level is often a long process, which is why state-level action on 
menthol and other flavored products is needed now. E-cigarettes are not FDA-approved 

tobacco cessation products. We have yet to see any scientific 
evidence, beyond anecdotal data, that e-cigarettes have helped 
smokers to quit completely from tobacco use. The concern is that 
with the aggressive and deceptive marketing of these products, 
we are seeing other consequences: 1) people who have never 

smoked are using e-cigarettes, 2) children are picking them up as a path to smoking, and 3) 
smokers are using them to perpetuate their habit instead of to completely quit. 
 
Prohibiting the sale of flavored tobacco products can help to keep kids from ever starting to 
smoke or vape, and can encourage those addicted to these products, to quit. We appreciate 
Hawaii’s leadership in tobacco control and the legislature’s actions to protect our young 
people from a deadly addiction. Taking action is even more important with the recent 
resignation announcement of FDA Commissioner Scott Gottlieb. We respectfully urge the 
committee to pass SB1009 SD2 HD2.

Kapi’olani Smokefree Families, the tobacco & nicotine cessation program at Kapi’olani Medical 
Center for Women & Children, strongly supports SB 1009 to ban the sales of flavored 
tobacco products in Hawaii.  
 
At Kapi‘olani Medical Center for Women & Children, we often treat pediatric patients who are 
adversely affected by tobacco products in multiple ways. We have babies in the NICU (neonatal 
intensive care unit) who were born early due in part to the effects of smoke exposure during 
pregnancy. We see young children routinely coming in with asthma and ear infections because 
they are being exposed to secondhand and thirdhand smoke. Now, we have teenagers and 
young kids coming in who are screening positive for e-cigarette or vape use.   
 
One of the biggest concerns with e-cigarettes is the lack of longitudinal studies on health and 
safety of these products. It took decades for the harmful side-effects of combustible cigarettes to 
become well-known, and we do not want our youth to be the ones to suffer from any potential 
health effects of e-cigarettes or vape products. We cannot sit by as a generation of adolescents 
becomes addicted to nicotine because of these flavored products. 
 
Initiation of e-cigarette use is almost always associated with a flavored product. Studies have 
shown that flavored tobacco-use is particularly enticing to youth. The e-cigarette and vape 
companies use attractive packaging and flavors that are very similar to candy products and 
sweets that are easily recognizable by children and teens. These flavors include common 
candies like cotton candy, sweet tart, blue raspberry, and even local Hawaii-inspired flavors like 
POG (passion orange guava), Hawaii Sweet Roll, and Pele’s Papaya.  
 
In the best interest of our local youth, we would like to request your support of SB1009 to ban 
flavored tobacco products.

The American Heart Association supports the intent of SB 1009, SD2, HD2 “Relating to 
Flavored Tobacco Products” but strongly recommends amending the bill to include 
menthol as a flavor included under the restrictions. 
 
The 2014 Surgeon General’s Report projects that if current trends continue, 5.6 million of 
today’s youth under 18 will die prematurely in adulthood from smoking‐related illness. 
To protect this vulnerable population, policymakers need to move quickly and ban the 
use of characterizing flavors, including menthol, from all tobacco products. 
 
The evidence supporting a flavor ban is clear. As we discuss below, flavored tobacco 
products are highly attractive to youth and have led to increased initiation and use 
among children and adolescents. The number of flavored products on the market has 
also increased substantially with the tobacco industry marketing thousands of fruit, 
candy, and mint flavored products that appeal to children. Allowing these products to 
remain on the market puts a new generation at risk of a dangerous addiction. 
 
While we understand that some adult tobacco users report using flavored products to 
transition or switch from combustible cigarettes, there is little evidence supporting their 
use as a cessation tool. In addition, there is some evidence that flavored tobacco 
products have enticed adult never smokers to try tobacco for the first time – just as they 
have with children. We encourage legislators to make protecting children its top priority 
when considering legislative options for flavored tobacco. 
 
AHA feels that a blanket flavoring ban is needed because a wide array of flavors appeal to 
youth and young adults, which increases the risk of initiation and continued tobacco use. 
Also, many of the flavorings, including some of the most popular, contain known toxins. 
Among those toxins include: nicotine (lung tumor promoter, addiction, gastrointestinal 
carcinogen, raises blood pressure and heart rate, reduces brain development in 
adolescents), cotinine (reduces fertility and reproduction), formaldehyde (carcinogen; 
bronchitis, pneumonia and increased asthma risk in children), propolyene glycol (throat 
and airways irritation, carcinogen, gastric distress, increases risk of asthma in children, 
ocular irritation), nitrosamines (carcinogen), and the metals chromium (pulmonary 
irritation and implammation, nasal mucosia atrophy and ulcerations), cadmium (increase 
risk of lung cancer, pulmonary and nasal irritation), lead (hypertension induction, renal 
damage), and nickel (carcinogen, pulmonary damage, renal and hepatic toxicity). We 

believe this would make it extremely difficult to identify specific flavors to ban.1 Studies 
show that menthol cigarettes increase initiation, especially among youth. hat 
menthol cigarettes increase initiation, especially among youth. Menthol also has a 
disproportionate impact on minorities 
The number of flavored tobacco products on the market increased 
substantially after flavored cigarettes were banned. After the 2009 federal ban on 
flavored cigarettes took effect, the tobacco industry started producing different types of 
flavored tobacco products that were

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not subject to the prohibition. This lead to the rise in in the number of youth using 
flavored cigars, and especially in Hawaii, e‐cigarettes. Both the tobacco industry and 
youth adjusted to the flavored cigarette ban by moving to other tobacco products where 
flavors were still allowed. If the legislature were to pass a flavoring ban, but limit it to 
certain types of products or flavorings, we are likely to see the same thing happen again. 
 
The availability of flavors is one of the main reasons youth and young adults use 
ecigarettes and other noncombustible products. If the legislature wants to decrease 
youth tobacco use, removing flavors from noncombusted products is key. In addition, 
current smokers will 
be motivated to move to noncombusted products – even if they are unflavored – when 
the nicotine content in cigarettes is reduced through federal regulation. 
 
In Hawaii alone, tobacco use claims 1,400 lives each year and creates $526 million in 
annual health care costs directly caused by smoking ($141.7 million of that is covered by 
the state Medicaid program). Hawaii residents' state & federal tax burden from smoking-
caused government expenditures is $836 per household. Hawaii’s estimated tobacco tax 
revenue, estimated to be approximately $110 million per year,  does not come close to 
offsetting the losses to the state caused by tobacco use. Smoking declines caused by 
state cigarette tax increases directly reduce these smoking-caused economic burdens for 
all taxpayers, and Hawaii businesses which bear the brunt of employee healthcare costs 
in our state. 
 
Those who might quit tobacco addiction as a result of a comprehensive  flavor ban would 
then have additional money to spend on taxable products that don’t result in over a $500 
million in healthcare costs to the state. The money doesn’t go up in smoke or vapor; 
instead it will likely be spent on more productive things that can benefit the 
smokers/vapors  and/or their families and our state.  
 
It’s time to end the use of candy flavors and menthol to entice our children into a deadly 
addiction. 
 
The American Heart Association asks for your support of SB 1009, SD2, HD2 with the 
suggested amendment to restore menthol as part of the flavor ban..

I strongly support SB1009, which would regulate electronic smoking devices 
(ESD) and e-liquids as tobacco products through taxation, online shipment 
restrictions, and licensing and permitting. In addition, it also appropriates 
$200,000 to the Hawai‘i Tobacco Prevention and Control Trust Fund. 

  

I am a junior at H.P Baldwin High school and vaping is very prominent here in 
school. Students vape in class without the teacher knowing because of how small 
the newer models are. A lot of the students that I know that vape, their parents do 
not know. They get access to the e-cigarette from buying online because it is that 
easy to but an ESD online. On top of that, the e-liquids are just as easy to access 
because they are inexpensive. I believe that this regulation will prevent even more 
students from getting their hand's on e-cigarettes and e-liquid.  

  

Hawai‘i is in the midst of a youth vaping epidemic, and we must regulate these 
products to reverse this trend. ESDs are the only tobacco products without a 
tobacco tax and sellers are not required to obtain a tobacco permit and license to 
sell. Tobacco taxes and increasing the price is a proven strategy that discourages 
use of these products, especially among youth. I appreciate that a portion of 
revenues generated from this tax will be dedicated to tobacco prevention, 
cessation, education programs, which will help support individuals who want to 
quit. In addition, restricting online sales to retailers with a tobacco license will 
prevent sales to underage youth.

Good afternoon Chairperson Luke and members of the House Committee on Finance.  I am Tina Yamaki, President of the 
Retail Merchants of Hawaii and I appreciate this opportunity to testify. 
 
The Retail Merchants of Hawaii (RMH) as founded in 1901 and is a statewide, not for profit trade organization committed 
to the growth and development of the retail industry in Hawaii.  The retail industry is one of the largest employers in the 
state, employing 25% of the labor force.   
 
We OPPOSE SB 1009 SD2 HD2 Relating to Flavored Tobacco Products.  This measure bans the sale of flavored 

tobacco products except for menthol or mentholated products. Prohibits mislabeling of e-liquid products containing 

nicotine. Establishes fines and penalties for violations. 

 

This bill would essentially ban ALL electronic vapor products and e-liquids.  As a result, people would be compelled 
to purchase these goods online, on the black market, trying to mix flavored e-liquids themselves and essentially force 
many small local businesses who sells these items to shut down, thus leaving many of our family, friends and neighbors 
out of work. 
 
Currently Hawaii has a law in place that states that it is unlawful for a person under the age of 21 years to 
purchase electronic vaping devices, e-liquids and tobacco products. However adults that are 21 and older are able 
to purchase these items and enjoy them like an electronic vaping device with their favorite flavored e-liquid.  Many adults 
like the sweet flavors of chocolate, candy, fruit, and vanilla to name a few. 
 
Furthermore, it is our understanding that electronic vaping devices and E-liquids have no “natural tobacco” taste, or 
any taste for that matter, without the addition of flavorings. And although almost every electronic vaping device and 
e-liquid available worldwide is “flavored” not all of the flavors contain nicotine and those that do, not all nicotine strengths 
are the same. And flavored e-liquids are enjoyed by many adults. 
 
It almost impossible for anyone under the age of 21 to purchase vape products from reputable law abiding local online or 
at a brick and mortar retail stores.  The online verifications vetting process is intense to ensure those purchasing are 21 or 
older and retailers do check IDs. We are seeing that the vape products are being purchased by those who are 
legitimately 21 and older like parents, friends and siblings and then they gift the product to those under 21.  Once 
the product leaves the store, we have no control over who it is given to.  We are also aware that organized crime sells 
products on the black market - where people are reselling stolen items and not caring what the age the person it 
purchasing it. 
 
In addition, vapor products and e-liquids are NOT the same as a tobacco product.  Many electronic vaping devices 
contains NO tobacco and NO smoke is emitted when vaporized.  The New England Journal of Medicine published an 
article recently that found that electronic vaping devices were nearly twice as effective as conventional nicotine 
replacement products, like patches and gum, for quitting smoking.   The study was conducted in Britain and funded 
by the National Institute for Health Research and Cancer Research UK.  
 
We are also aware that the US Food & Drug Administration has recently “deemed” various tobacco products, 
including e-vapor, to be subject to federal regulation.  Under FDA’s regulatory authority, e-vapor products will face a 
number of important requirements, such as domestic manufacturer establishment registration, ingredient disclosures, 
reporting of harmful or potentially harmful constituents, and prohibitions on selling to minors.   
 
We urge you to hold this measure until the Federal product regulations come out.

Thank you for the opportunity to submit testimony. 

 
VOLCANO Fine Electronic Cigarettes® is the largest retailer & wholesaler of vapor products and 
vaping accessories in the State of Hawaii. We currently own and operate 15 locations statewide and 
employ over 110 full-time workers to support sales of our products not only here in Hawaii, but to all 
50 states as well as over 30 International countries. We stand in opposition to SB 1009 SD2 HD2 for 
the following: 

 
● SB 1009 SD2 HD2 would decimate the Hawaiian vapor industry by banning the sale of 

all electronic cigarette liquids and cartridges. Every electronic cigarette available on 
the worldwide market is “flavored.” Because they do not contain tobacco, electronic 
cigarettes have no “natural tobacco” taste, or any taste for that matter, without the 
addition of flavorings. Even electronic cigarettes advertised as coming in “tobacco 
flavor” are actually just the result of the blending of several different flavorings such 
as caramel and nut flavors in an attempt to mimic the flavor of tobacco. To use the 
language of the proposed statute, every electronic cigarette imparts to the user a 
“distinguishable or distinctive” aroma, or taste other than tobacco. As a result, SB 1009 
SD2 HD2 will act as a de facto ban of the manufacture and sale of all electronic cigarettes. 
 

● Even if SB 1009 SD2 HD2 permitted the sale of electronic cigarettes flavored to taste like 
tobacco, its enactment would still ban the manufacture and sale of the vast majority of our 
products. This bill would present more than just a competitive disadvantage for local 
suppliers and retailers. It would be a death knell for vapor industry in Hawaii. Local 
consumers will either flavor liquids themselves or purchase from out of state, causing 
a loss of jobs and tax revenues for the state. Similarly, we will be forced to close our 
stores and move all or most of our business and operations to the mainland, taking with us 
jobs and tax revenue that has grown every year since our founding. 

 
● Enactment of SB 1009 SD2 HD2 will deal a similar fate to our competitors in the electronic 

cigarette industry. Between them these businesses have likely created 1000 jobs in Hawaii. 
All or more of these jobs will be lost as a result of this legislation. Additionally, convenience 
stores and other businesses that sell vapor products will feel the impact of consumers 
purchasing products from the mainland. 

 



 

● The baseless claims that electronic cigarettes flavors are made to attract children must 
be weighed against the significant evidence that electronic cigarette flavors are very 
popular with adult users. The International Journal of Environmental Research and 
Public Research recently published the most expansive survey performed on the 
subject. We urge you to read the full text of this study, which we have attached to our 
testimony. Below are some highlights: 

 
○ Researchers conducted an Internet survey of over 4,500 adult electronic cigarette 

consumers. The participants’ average age was 40 years old. The vast majority (90%) 
of those surveyed were ex-smokers, with the average respondent having been 
cigarette-free for approximately one year.  

○ Among the survey respondents, the most commonly used flavors were fruits, 
followed by sweets and tobacco. 

○ Those electronic cigarette users who were still smoking (“dual users”) were actually 
more likely to use tobacco flavors than those vapers who had quit smoking. 

○ On a scale of 1-5, the average score given by the respondents for the importance of 
flavor variability in reducing or quitting smoking was 4 (“very important”). 

○ Almost 50% of the respondents answered that a lack of flavor availability would 
increase their cravings for tobacco cigarettes and would decrease their chances 
of remaining abstinent from smoking.

● The use of flavorings in electronic cigarette liquids is one of the driving factors in 
helping prevent adult former smokers who switch to e-cigarettes from going back to 
traditional cigarettes. Most users report that after switching to electronic cigarettes and 
experiencing the pleasant tastes one can enjoy with an electronic cigarette, they no longer 
find the taste of traditional tobacco cigarettes appealing. 
 

● Enactment of this bill will actually benefit Big Tobacco by stifling their competition. 
Analysts credit electronic cigarettes, not government intervention, nor traditional nicotine 
replacement therapy products, with causing cigarette sales to experience larger than 
forecasted declines in the U.S. and Europe. Regardless of the good intentions involved, every 
step taken to reduce adult access to electronic cigarettes is really a step towards protecting 
cigarette markets and the programs their tax dollars fund. 

 
● SB 1009 SD2 HD2 exempts traditional Nicotine Replacement Therapy (NRT) products that 

contain nicotine even though electronic cigarettes have been shown to be a much more 
effective tool for helping people quit smoking and have been demonstrated to have a similar 
risk profile as NRT’s.

● The most Recent CDC report has shown e-cigarettes have supplanted all other traditional 

nicotine replacement therapies and are now the most commonly used product by consumers 
to quit using traditional tobacco cigarettes

● A recent study published by the New England Journal of Medicine concluded that E-

Cigarettes are twice as effective for smoking cessation than traditional nicotine 



 

replacement therapy products which are not taxed or controlled the same way this bill 
proposes to tax and control E-Cigarettes.  The state should be creating easier access for 
adult smokers to these products, not tighter regulations that steers current vapers back 
to tobacco cigarettes

● If flavors are not important in helping adult smokers switch from, or quit traditional 
cigarettes, why is GlaxoSmithKline’s nicotine gum exempt from this bill and sold in 
flavors? 

 
 

 
 

• SB 1009 SD2 HD2 would not successfully remove all flavored e-liquid products from the 
market. It would simply force local customers to go online and purchase them from vendors 
across the 49 other states who would not be subject to this ban. It would severely impact local 
based businesses from competing with businesses from the 49 other states who would not be 
subjected to this law further lowering jobs and revenues already being created in the state. 

 
While we agree that curbing youth usage and enforcing our current laws prohibiting the sale and 
use of vapor products is of utmost importance, doing so at the detriment to adults who use these 
products every day as an alternative to traditional tobacco is not the right way to do it.  This bill is 
not in the best interests of the State of Hawaii. Thank you for your time and consideration. If you 
have any questions, please feel free to contact me directly.

I strongly oppose SB 1009 HD2, which would ban the sale of flavored tobacco 
products. Flavored e-liquid is what got me off of cigarettes. I would not have been able 
to quit standard tobacco if I did not have them. By removing access to them for ADULT 
customers. Would be detrimental to the health and well being of people in our state.

I realize kids are using the. And being a vape shop owner. I check all ID's. And anyone 
that comes in a group, everyone gets checked. We cant just baby every move of every 
person. This should be handled by the parents. Let them parent their children. I have had
kids come in and try to be sly. I have denied sales to numerous people. If I get the 
slightest hint they are buying for someone under age we deny the sale.

We have current laws that are not being enforced, that make possession illegal. Creating 
this law. Would put law abiding small business owners in a struggling place. It would 
create a black market, where the drug dealers now also sell flavored tobacco and e-liquid
products along with their marijuana, Ice, Cocaine and heroin. Creating an even bigger 
problem. 

I looked at my GET tax collected for the last year. Now granted as a much smaller shop. 
I took in about $7300 in GET tax for the state. If we times this by say 100 vape shops. 
We are at $730,000 Tax income for the state. And say 1000 C-stores we have 7.3 
Million. Combined with the tobacco tax from 2018 of 43 Million. The state could stand 
to lose 51 Million or more in tax income.

This would force small businesses to close. And all employees to be laid off. Lets say I 
have 3 full time employee's. They would be paying about $2325 in state income tax. If 
100 vape shops had on average 6 employee's that is $465,000 in state income tax. If C-
stores like ABC, 7 eleven etc had on average 10 employee's you are looking at losing   
7.7 Million in state income tax.

Now you would also be increasing the unemployment rate by a great deal. Creating an 
even harder time for the local population. 

So as a recap banning the sale of flavored e-liquid in the state has a high
probability of increasing crime, Increasing unemployment. Plus the state

losing upwards of 60 Million in tax income. 

We need to come up with a better solution to this problem than outright ban. Prohibition 
does not work. It will not work for this. It will only create more problems. Please 
consider this during decision making.

I Strongly OPPOSE SB1009 SD2 HD2.  Vape Kings LLC, which I own and operate, consists of two 
branches with ten employees.  We help Adults to find E-Liquids and ENDs to accommodate their desires, we teach 
proper use and identify dangerous devices.  At NO point do we encourage underage use, or encourage anyone that 
doesn't already smoke, to try ENDs.  

In order to continue to employ my staff and generate GE, we rely on the sales of E-Liquids, Nicotine 
containing and not.  98% of our current catalog would be banned by this bill (the remaining 2% I am still uncertain 
according to the definitions proposed by the bill), and January 1st, 2020 is a unrealistic amount of time to source an 
adequate amount of new E-liquids which would qualify under this ban. Over the last five years, we have 
accumulated a vast knowledge of hundreds of unique ENDs, and maintain a unique skill set which includes service, 
assembly, and training of proper ENDs use.   I fear that combined with the loss of revenue to the state, this 
knowledge base would be lost.  It is far different to be a knowledgeable consumer, than to do this for a living. 

Yes, a nicotine-addicted pool of youth that may later adopt cigarettes, would be a disaster, and as I read each 
revision, I've become increasingly scared.  SB1009 went on from a straight flavor ban, to a ban of 
a flavored tobacco product, except for menthol or mentholated products

yet I am further confused by the definition
"Characterizing flavor" means a distinguishable taste or aroma, or both, other than the taste or aroma of tobacco, 
imparted by a tobacco product or any byproduct produced by the tobacco product.  Characterizing flavors include but 
are not limited to tastes or aromas relating to any candy, chocolate, vanilla, honey, fruit, cocoa, coffee, dessert,
alcoholic beverage, mint, wintergreen, herb, or spice. 

Aren't Menthol or Mentholated products derived from Mint plants?  Furthermore, aren't the flavors Mint and 
Wintergreen, Menthol or Mentholated Flavors?  This definition seems to read as all Cigarettes will be legal for sale, 
while E-Liquids will be held to a higher restriction, solely because they do not generate enough money for the State?
I also do not see how the seizure portion of the bill will apply to an out of state, online retailer of ENDs and E-
Liquids.  

With these revisions, I do not see why this bill still leads with, 
SECTION 1.  The legislature finds that tobacco use remains the leading cause of preventable disease and death in the
United States and in Hawai‘i.  Tobacco use is a serious public health problem in terms of the human suffering and 
loss of life it causes, as well as the financial burden it imposes on society and our healthcare system.  Annually, 
$526,000,000 in health care costs are directly attributed to smoking in the State. 

Don't these revisions now even further refute this statement?  In the absence of potentially harm reducing products, 
won't these costs only increase? 

I apologize if my comments seem brash, I truly value your time and consideration. My fear is that this bill will 
increase youth smoking rates, while decreasing the number of adults who vape or quit nicotine altogether.

I am the President of Hawaiian Royal Trading Company, DBA Hula Girl Cigars, Volcano Cigars and the Maui 

Cigar Company. Out most popular item is the Kona Coffee Flavored Cigar. We are the largest cigar dealer 

in the State of Hawaii. In past years we have grown tobacco  in Kula, Maui; and also import, distribute, 

wholesale, and retail cigars since 1997. A total of 22 years in business here in Hawaii. 

We have offices in Kihei and a warehouse in Kapolei and town. 

We do not target the youth market 

We manufacture all sizes, flavors and shapes of cigars; they retail from $2.00 to over $50.00. We make 

over 20 different flavors including the world famous Hula Girl Kona Coffee Flavored cigar. Our Macadamia 

nut flavored cigars are a popular visitor industry gift. We currently ship these cigars to all 50 states and 

many foreign countries. We do not target the youth market with our Hawaiian Flavored cigars; our 

customers are adult smokers who want a chance to enjoy a new and unusual taste, much the same as 

flavored coffees. The average age of our retail customer is 42. 

Our customers include Duty Free International, ABC stores, Blind Vendors,  Longs, Wal-Mart and hundreds 

of small and large gift and tobacco shops throughout the Islands. 

At our previous farm locations in Maui we grew tobacco that was  dried, aged and exported for use in 

cigars that are hand rolled in the Philippines and shipped back to the US or direct to our foreign 

customers. 

We offer assistance to any farmer who wants to grow tobacco. We have found great interest in Hawaiian 

tobacco and in 2015 increased by three times the number of seedlings. Last year there were 8 billion 

cigars sold in the US. 

I do not support the SB 1009​. 

This bill lumps our flavored souvenir style cigars with vaping.  These are two different types of smoking. 

Our cigars are usually purchased as a gift item to take back home for friends and family where they are be 

traditionally enjoyed in a relaxing atmosphere. This tradition has existed since our country was founded in 

1620 at Jamestown.  

We do not support vaping 

Vaping is a much different product and purchased by a totally different customer than a cigar. A cigar 

smoker is not a cigarette or vape user. We don't use chemicals in our products, just natural tobacco and 

natural flavors.  I can speak from my own experience that after my first cigar 50 years ago I gave up 

cigarettes. I enjoy a good cigar once a week after dinner in a relaxing social situation.  I've never tried 

vaping. We are responsible business people who sell adult products to adults. 

SB 1009 would put us out of business 

Our cigars are available at resort shops throughout the Islands and not generally available at small local 

gas stations or stores. Our marketing efforts are focused on the tourist customer. We do not design our 

product or flavors for the youth market anywhere. Over the years we have sold millions of cigars and I 

have never heard from any of our retail customers any attempt by a minor to purchase our products.

My name is Keanu Guynes and I am an employee at Vape Kings Kapolei.  

At the age of 14 years old I started smoking ciggarettes. Marlboro Reds to be exact. I 
am now 25 years old and havent had a single ciggarette in over 4 years.

Chair Luke, Vice Chair Cullen and members of the Committee,  
 
Thank you for this opportunity to provide written testimony on Senate Bill 1009, Senate Draft 2, 
House Draft 2, Relating to Flavored Tobacco Products. I am Jim Yates, president of the Hawaii 
Petroleum Marketers Association (“HPMA”). HPMA is a non-profit trade association comprised 
of members who directly market liquid motor fuel products across the Hawaiian Islands. Our 
membership includes individuals and companies who operate as independent marketers, 
jobbers or distributors of petroleum products and who buy liquid motor fuel products at the 
wholesale level and sell or distribute products to retail customers, other wholesalers, and other 
bulk consumers. HPMA’s primary purpose is to protect and advance its members’ legislative 
and regulatory interests in Hawaii and Washington, DC.   
 
Senate Bill 1009, Senate Draft 2, House Draft 2 bans the sale of flavored tobacco products 
except for menthol or mentholated products; prohibits mislabeling of e-liquid products 
containing nicotine; and establishes fines and penalties for violations. 
 
HPMA strongly opposes certain provisions in this bill and asks for the committees’ 
consideration of two amendments.  
 
While HPMA does support strict enforcement of laws governing underage tobacco product 
sales, this bill goes too far in banning most types of flavored tobacco products. The bill does 
exempt menthol and mentholated tobacco products from the ban. We believe all smokeless 
tobacco products should be exempt, as well. This group of products includes snuff and chewing 
tobacco, most of which are flavored beyond menthol and are labeled and marketed toward a 
narrow set of adult users. 
 
Additionally, HPMA would support a uniform statewide law in banning tobacco products. We 
believe allowing a county to adopt ordinances that place greater restrictions on the access to 
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tobacco products than the State law may lead to an uneven regulatory landscape from county 
to county that would complicate compliance. 

Therefore, HPMA respectfully requests the following amendments: 
 

§ 712 - __ Sale of flavored tobacco products 

 [(5) Any county may adopt a rule or ordinance that places 

greater restrictions on the access of tobacco products than 

provided for in this section. In the case of a conflict between 

the restrictions in this section and any county rule or ordinance 

regarding access to tobacco products, the more stringent 

restrictions shall prevail.] 

 (6) For the purpose of this section: 

 “Flavored tobacco product” means any tobacco product that 

contains a constituent that imparts a characterizing flavor, 

except for menthol or mentholated products and all smokeless 

tobacco products that are flavored.

I would 
first like to state that I, along with many others I have spoken with, supports 
STRICT REGULATION AND ENFORCEMENT OF UNDERAGE VAPING.

If you are under 21, you will not and should not 
be able to buy any vape product at ANY LEGITIMATE vape store!

This is shown not only by studies, but also by 
the steady decline of cigarette sales over the past years.  I beg you to take into 
consideration that vaping has directly saved the lives of countless adults (including me) 
who have successfully made the switch to vaping from cigarette smoking. 

The simple truth is, the vast majority of underage users are currently purchasing their 
products ONLINE, not physically at a vape businesses. SB1009 will essentially destroy 
all brick-and-motor vape businesses in Hawaii, which contributes to over $100 million a 
year in taxes for the people of Hawaii. If SB1009 is passed, youth will continue to 
purchase through online sources, many adults will most likely revert to smoking 
cigarettes, and a black market for these products will emerge as with any prohibited 
goods.

Thank you for the opportunity to submit testimony.  I stand in opposition to SB 1009 
because of the fact that it takes away a proven option that has helped millions of people 
quit smoking.  Smoking is still one of the leading causes of preventable death around 
the world. In the U.S. alone, over 16 million Americans suffer from smoking-related 
diseases and half a million die each year as a result of health effects arising from their 
habit. But, instead of embracing all avenues that could reduce this health burden, many 
within the public health profession stubbornly cling to an “abstinence only” approach. 

At this point, no credible researcher can deny that e-cigarettes are significantly less 
harmful than smoking, simply because of the fact that, unlike traditional cigarettes, e-
cigarettes have no combustion. Yet anti-vaping advocates continue to push government 
to regulate these two different products the same way. They justify this based on the 
unproven hypothetical that e-cigarettes, especially candy- and fruit-flavored varieties, 
attract adolescents who would otherwise have never smoked. Their anxiety about this 
so-called “gateway effect” has no basis in reality or research. 

An issue that seems to be pervading the vaping industry is the usage of flavored vape 
juices by adolescents. But did you know based on the U.S. government’s own evidence, 
tobacco use among adolescents has declined faster since e-cigarettes came to the 
market? Furthermore, despite claims that youth vaping is an epidemic, the 
government’s own data shows that e-cigarette use among teens has been declining 
since 2015. In fact, among high schoolers e-cigarette use has dropped an impressive 
30 percent, despite the proliferation of both e-cigarette devices and flavors since 2015. 

Despite claims that sweet and candy-like e-cigarette flavors attract non-smoking 
teenagers to initiate use of electronic cigarettes, the evidence indicates that e-cigarette 
flavors hold little appeal to nonsmoking adolescents. In small 2015 study researchers 
found that flavors had no significant appeal to teens. Though statistically insignificant, 
the study found that the flavors that teens expressed the greatest preference for were 
actually “classic tobacco” and “single malt scotch.” This might indicate that when 
adolescents are interested in flavors, it is not the stereotypical “kid-friendly” varieties, 
but rather the more seemingly-adult flavors that are most attractive. 



More importantly, if vaping were really the “gateway” to nicotine addiction some 
advocates believe, we should expect to see smoking increase with the rise of e-
cigarette popularity. However, the opposite has happened. Youth smoking has 
plummeted to the lowest levels ever recorded, falling by half between 2011 and 2016. 
Similarly, while the decline in adult smoking plateaued between 2006 and 2008, after 
2009 adult smoking began declining again, reaching the lowest levels ever by 2015. 

  

All the existing evidence indicates that limiting flavor variety in e-cigarettes will have no 
effect on nonsmokers—young or old. However, it would significant reduce e-cigarettes’ 
attractiveness to existing smokers who might consider such devices as a means of 
reducing or quitting smoking. Since there is no doubt, even among the most strident 
anti-vaping advocate, that e-cigarettes are less harmful than smoking (though perhaps 
not risk-free), the State of Hawaii should recognize that banning e-cigarette flavors 
through SB 1009 could only have a net negative affect on public health and reject such 
proposals.

Any regulation of flavors should occur at the federal level - Congress empowered FDA to 
establish tobacco product standards such as restricting flavors only if FDA determines that such action 

would be appropriate for the protection of the public health based on science and evidence.  

 
Potential Harm Reduction Should Be Considered - E-vapor category is relatively new, some 

public health and tobacco control researchers have reached the preliminary conclusion that e-vapor 

products may present a compelling risk reduction opportunity compared to combustible cigarettes. Mitch 
Zeller, Director of the Center for Tobacco Products at FDA, along with many scientific experts, has 

recognized the promise tobacco harm reduction and potentially reduced risk products may hold for public 

health.  In a recent letter to the World Health Organization, 53 global experts on nicotine policy stated 

that policies that are excessively restrictive or burdensome on lower risk products can have the 
unintended consequence of protecting cigarettes from competition from less hazardous alternatives and 

cause harm as a result. In a recent survey of 4,618 e-vapor consumers, almost half of participants said that 

a lack of variety of flavors would make reducing or completely switching from smoking cigarettes less 
likely.  

 

Approximately 90% of adult e-vapor consumers report using flavored products.  Hawaii should 
respect the preferences of adult consumers to use flavored products, especially when they could play a 

role in reducing tobacco-related harm. We believe regulators and legislators should tailor public policies 

to reflect the uniqueness of this category, including the fact that these products emit vapor, not smoke.  

 
  A ban on characterizing flavors could contribute to the growth of the “Do-It-Yourself.”  DIY 

involves purchasing separately, and then mixing, liquid nicotine, propylene glycol, glycerin, and flavors 

to make an e-liquid for an open device. Details on how to mix flavors and liquid nicotine are readily 
available online.  Materials for DIY – some of which are of unknown quality and origin – are inexpensive 

and widely available. FDA has not yet explored issues raised by the separate sale, and home-mixing, of 

nicotine and flavorings.  

 
21 Age Restriction Already in Place.  Hawaii already has put a 21 and older ban on sales of vapor 

products in place. Kids should not use any nicotine product and not have access to such products, 

including those with characterizing flavors. No manufacturer should use children’s cartoons or youth-
oriented candy trademarks to market their products. When its rulemaking is final, FDA will have 

comprehensive authority over the sale and marketing of all tobacco and tobacco-derived nicotine 

products. This authority includes the ability to take further action as required to prevent illegal underage 
purchase.  

 

This ban would essential destroy the vapor industry as all flavors - even the “natural tobacco 

flavor” mentioned in the bill are the results of flavoring. This means all vapor products would be illegal if 

this bill passes.  I am sure this is not what you meant to do with this bill, and its result would mean the 

loss of a multitude of local businesses, creation of a black market, and increased online sales of 
unregulated products.

Hawaiʻi	is	in	the	midst	of	a	youth	vaping	epidemic,	with	25.5	percent	of	high	school	
and	15.7	percent	of	middle	school	students	vaping	regularly.	To	put	this	into	
perspective,	less	than	5	percent	of	adults	in	Hawaiʻi	vape.		
	
Flavors	attract	kids.	More	than	80	percent	of	youth	who	vape	say	that	they	started	
because	of	the	flavors	and	continue	because	of	the	flavors.	75	percent	say	that	if	
flavored	vape	was	not	available	they	would	quit.	The	reality	is	that	youth	who	start	
vaping	don’t	seek	nicotine	–	many	don’t	even	know	that	most	vape	products	contain	
nicotine,	which	is	derived	from	tobacco	plants.		
	
I	respectfully	ask	the	Committees	to	amend	SB1009	SD2	HD2	to	include	
menthol	in	the	flavor	ban.	Menthol	is	a	particularly	insidious	flavor	in	tobacco	and	
vape	products.	Its	cooling	properties	mask	the	harshness	of	nicotine,	making	it	the	
starter	product	of	choice	for	new	tobacco	users.		The	tobacco	industry’s	long	history	
of	marketing	menthol	cigarettes	to	vulnerable	populations	has	led	to	higher	tobacco	
use	and	higher	rates	of	lung	cancer	among	Native	Hawaiians	and	Filipinos.	
	
Although	many	teenagers	may	vape	with	what	manufacturers	claim	is	“just	flavored	
fluid,”	the	crux	of	the	issue	is	the	exposure	of	youth	to	the	highly-addictive	drug,	
nicotine,	which	is	as	addictive	as	heroin	and	cocaine.	Nicotine	doesn’t	just	interfere	
with	brain	development	into	the	mid-20s,	it	permanently	changes	kids’	brains	who	
are	exposed	to	it.

With	the	confluence	of	
thousands	of	fun-sounding	flavors	and	new	generation,	sleek,	easily-concealable	
devices,	kids	are	vaping	in	unprecedented	numbers	in	school	and	at	home.

Flavors are a very important part of the success story of vapor products in getting thousands of Hawaii 

residents off of cigarattes. Throughout my life I have never seen anything more effective at helping 

people stop smoking. Vaping is estimated to be at least 95% less risky than smoking, so this is a huge win 

for public health. 

A recent study, attached, confirms what I have seen firsthand. Ecigarettes are proven scientifically to be 

better than standard nicotine replacement therapy ‐‐ therapy which is supported by insurance 

companies and workplace policies across the state. Surveys of vapor product users confirms the near‐

universal importance of non‐tobacco flavors in their replacement of combustible tobacco. People do not 

stop liking tasty flavors after age 18 ‐‐ ADULTS LIKE FLAVORS. 

As a practical matter, flavor bans are unenforceable. Almost all eliquid is artificially flavored, including 

tobacco‐flavor eliquids. Thus to define what a "tobacco flavor" is will have to identify specific chemical 

compounds that make up the flavor. Judging what those compounds are and measuring them will be 

effectively impossible and very expensive to even attempt. 

The proposed legislation is misguided and misinformed, and should not be adopted.

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BACKGROUND
E-cigarettes are commonly used in attempts to stop smoking, but evidence is limited 
regarding their effectiveness as compared with that of nicotine products approved as 
smoking-cessation treatments.

METHODS
We randomly assigned adults attending U.K. National Health Service stop-smoking 
services to either nicotine-replacement products of their choice, including product 
combinations, provided for up to 3 months, or an e-cigarette starter pack (a second-
generation refillable e-cigarette with one bottle of nicotine e-liquid [18 mg per milli-
liter]), with a recommendation to purchase further e-liquids of the flavor and strength 
of their choice. Treatment included weekly behavioral support for at least 4 weeks. The 
primary outcome was sustained abstinence for 1 year, which was validated biochemi-
cally at the final visit. Participants who were lost to follow-up or did not provide bio-
chemical validation were considered to not be abstinent. Secondary outcomes included 
participant-reported treatment usage and respiratory symptoms.

RESULTS
A total of 886 participants underwent randomization. The 1-year abstinence rate was 
18.0% in the e-cigarette group, as compared with 9.9% in the nicotine-replacement 
group (relative risk, 1.83; 95% confidence interval [CI], 1.30 to 2.58; P<0.001). Among 
participants with 1-year abstinence, those in the e-cigarette group were more likely 
than those in the nicotine-replacement group to use their assigned product at 52 weeks 
(80% [63 of 79 participants] vs. 9% [4 of 44 participants]). Overall, throat or mouth 
irritation was reported more frequently in the e-cigarette group (65.3%, vs. 51.2% in 
the nicotine-replacement group) and nausea more frequently in the nicotine-replace-
ment group (37.9%, vs. 31.3% in the e-cigarette group). The e-cigarette group reported 
greater declines in the incidence of cough and phlegm production from baseline to 52 
weeks than did the nicotine-replacement group (relative risk for cough, 0.8; 95% CI, 
0.6 to 0.9; relative risk for phlegm, 0.7; 95% CI, 0.6 to 0.9). There were no significant 
between-group differences in the incidence of wheezing or shortness of breath.

CONCLUSIONS
E-cigarettes were more effective for smoking cessation than nicotine-replacement 
therapy, when both products were accompanied by behavioral support. (Funded by the 
National Institute for Health Research and Cancer Research UK; Current Controlled 
Trials number, ISRCTN60477608.)
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Switching completely from ciga-
rette smoking to e-cigarette use would be 
expected to reduce risks to health.1-3 There 

are questions about risks and benefits of use of 
e-cigarettes for different purposes, but an impor-
tant clinical issue is whether e-cigarette use in a 
quit attempt facilitates success, particularly as 
compared with the use of nicotine-replacement 
therapy.

A Cochrane review showed that e-cigarettes 
with nicotine were more effective for smoking 
cessation than nicotine-free e-cigarettes.4 A trial 
that compared e-cigarettes with nicotine patches 
for smoking cessation used cartridge e-cigarettes 
with low nicotine delivery and no face-to-face 
contact. It showed similar low efficacy for both 
treatments.5 (For further details of previous trials, 
see the Supplementary Appendix, available with 
the full text of this article at NEJM.org.) Our 
trial evaluated the 1-year efficacy of refillable 
e-cigarettes as compared with nicotine replace-
ment when provided to adults seeking help to 
quit smoking and combined with face-to-face 
behavioral support.

Me thods

Design and Oversight

We conducted a two-group, pragmatic, multi-
center, individually randomized, controlled trial. 
National Health Service (NHS) stop-smoking 
services are available free across the United 
Kingdom.6 This trial was conducted in three 
service sites from May 2015 through February 
2018. The Health and Lifestyle Research Unit 
that delivers the service for two London boroughs 
(Tower Hamlets and City of London), along with 
the Leicester and East Sussex services, recruited 
participants and delivered the interventions. Par-
ticipating services included trial information in 
their advertising. Participants were also recruited 
through social media. Adult smokers were in-
vited to participate if they were not pregnant or 
breast-feeding, had no strong preference to use 
or not to use nicotine replacement or e-ciga-
rettes, and were currently not using either type 
of product.

The trial was approved by the National Re-
search Ethics Service (reference number, 14/LO/ 
2235). Collective unblinded data were seen only 
for the purposes of the meetings of the data 

monitoring and ethics committee. Data analyses 
were conducted with blinding to treatment as-
signments. All the authors contributed to the 
trial design, participated in the interpretation of 
the data, vouch for their completeness and ac-
curacy, and made the decision to submit the 
manuscript for publication. All the authors vouch 
for the fidelity of the trial to the protocol, avail-
able at NEJM.org.

Procedures

Smokers were provided with trial information, 
prescreened for eligibility, and, if eligible, invit-
ed to a baseline session. There, eligibility was 
confirmed, written informed consent and base-
line data were obtained, and participants set up 
their quit date (normally the following week).7

Randomization took place on the quit date to 
limit differential dropout. Randomization se-
quences (1:1 ratio in permuted blocks of 20, 
stratified according to trial site) were generated 
with the use of a pseudorandom number genera-
tor in Stata software and were embedded into an 
application that only revealed the next treatment 
assignment once a participant had been entered 
into the database.

Product use started immediately after ran-
domization. All the participants received the same 
multisession behavioral support as per U.K. stop-
smoking service practice.7,8 This support involved 
weekly one-on-one sessions with local clinicians, 
who also monitored expired carbon monoxide 
levels for at least 4 weeks after the quit date.

Participants were contacted by telephone at 
26 and 52 weeks. Interviewers asked about prod-
uct use and thus were aware of the treatment 
assignments. Participants who reported absti-
nence or a reduction in smoking of at least 50% 
at 52 weeks were invited back to provide a car-
bon monoxide reading. Participants were com-
pensated £20 ($26 U.S.) for their travel and time 
at the 52-week validation visit.

Nicotine-Replacement Group
Participants were informed about the range of 
nicotine-replacement products (patch, gum, loz-
enge, nasal spray, inhalator, mouth spray, mouth 
strip, and microtabs) and selected their pre-
ferred product. Use of combinations was encour-
aged, typically the patch and a faster-acting oral 
product. Participants were also free to switch 
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products. The way that nicotine replacement 
was provided differed slightly among trial sites 
(see the Supplementary Appendix). Supplies were 
provided for up to 3 months, as per standard 
practice. The cost to the NHS of a 3-month supply 
of a single nicotine-replacement product is cur-
rently approximately £120 ($159 U.S.).

E-Cigarette Group
A starter pack, called One Kit (Aspire, U.K. Ecig 
Store), was provided to facilitate initial use and 
teach participants how to use refillable e-ciga-
rette products, along with one 30-ml bottle of 
Tobacco Royale flavor e-liquid purchased from 
U.K. Ecig Store, containing nicotine at a concen-
tration of 18 mg per milliliter. The kit had a 
2.1-ohm atomizer and 650-mAh battery. During 
the trial, the company discontinued this kit, so 
One Kit 2016 (Innokin, U.K. Ecig Store), with a 
1.5-ohm atomizer and 1000-mAh battery, was 
used for 42 participants. Participants were asked 
to purchase their future e-liquid online or from 
local vape shops and to buy a different e-ciga-
rette device if the one supplied did not meet their 
needs. They were encouraged to experiment with 
e-liquids of different strengths and flavors. 
Those who were unable to obtain their own sup-
ply were provided with one further 10-ml bottle, 
but this was not offered proactively. Participants 
received oral and written information on how to 
operate the e-cigarette.

The original One Kit, including five atomizers, 
U.K. adapter, spare battery, and e-liquid, was 
purchased wholesale for £19.40 ($26 U.S.). The 
cost of One Kit 2016, including the same extras, 
was £30.25 ($40 U.S.).

Participants in the e-cigarette group and 
those in the nicotine-replacement group were 
asked to sign a commitment to not use the non-
assigned treatment for at least 4 weeks after 
their quit date. This was to minimize contami-
nation between the trial groups.

Measures

At trial visits, the following data were recorded: 
smoking status, expired carbon monoxide level 
(at baseline, 4 weeks, and 52 weeks), use and 
ratings of trial products, ratings of withdrawal 
symptoms (weeks 1 through 6), adverse reac-
tions (presence or absence of nausea, sleep dis-
turbance, and throat or mouth irritation), and 

respiratory symptoms (presence or absence of 
shortness of breath, wheezing, cough, and 
phlegm). The Supplementary Appendix provides 
further details of trial measures.

The primary outcome was 1-year sustained 
abstinence, calculated in accordance with the 
Russell Standard9 as a self-report of smoking no 
more than five cigarettes from 2 weeks after the 
target quit date, validated biochemically by an 
expired carbon monoxide level of less than 8 ppm 
at 1-year follow-up and not contradicted by any 
previous self-report or validation result. Carbon 
monoxide validation is the standard measure in 
trials assessing nicotine-containing products (see 
the Supplementary Appendix). Participants who 
died (one in each group) were excluded. Partici-
pants who were lost to follow-up or did not 
provide biochemical validation were classified as 
not being abstinent in the primary analysis.

Secondary abstinence outcomes included sus-
tained abstinence from 26 to 52 weeks, at 4 weeks, 
and at 26 weeks and the percentage of partici-
pants without sustained abstinence from 26 to 
52 weeks who reduced their cigarette consump-
tion by at least 50%. We also assessed 7-day 
abstinence at 4, 26, and 52 weeks. In addition, 
we compared the trial groups with respect to 
relapse rate and time to relapse and with respect 
to the measures listed above.

Statistical Analysis

We calculated that a sample of 886 participants 
would provide the trial with 95% power (at a 
two-sided alpha level of 0.05) if the true percent-
ages of 1-year abstinence were 23.8% in the 
e-cigarette group and 14.0% in the nicotine-
replacement group (relative risk, 1.7). Since trial 
setup, the abstinence rate in stop-smoking ser-
vice clinics declined to 10%, but the sample of 
886 participants would provide 85% power if the 
percentages were 17.0% and 10.0% in the re-
spective groups.

The primary and secondary abstinence out-
comes were analyzed by regression of smoking 
status at each time point onto trial group. Pri-
mary analyses were adjusted for trial center to 
account for the stratification factor. In sensitiv-
ity analyses, each model was further adjusted for 
baseline covariates selected with the use of step-
wise regression. Binary regressions were con-
ducted by means of the generalized linear model 
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with binomial distribution and logarithmic link 
to estimate the relative risk for e-cigarettes as 
compared with nicotine-replacement therapy.

To assess the effect of missing data on the 
primary outcome, we conducted four prespecified 

sensitivity analyses, which excluded participants 
who did not attend at least one behavioral-sup-
port session, excluded participants who used the 
nonassigned product for at least 5 consecutive 
days, excluded participants who did not com-
plete the 52-week follow-up, and imputed miss-
ing information with the use of multiple imputa-
tion by chained equations.10 Missing data were 
imputed for 136 participants in each group, and 
50 data sets were imputed.

We also estimated mean differences and 95% 
confidence intervals between trial groups in 
product ratings and in change scores between 
baseline and follow-up time points in withdrawal 
symptoms, as well as between-group differences 
in the percentage of participants who had ad-
verse reactions or respiratory symptoms, using 
binomial regression with adjustment for trial 
center (see the statistical analysis plan, available 
with the protocol at NEJM.org). Analyses were 
conducted with the use of Stata software, ver-
sion 15 (StataCorp).

R esult s

Participants

A total of 2045 clients of stop-smoking services 
were screened, and 886 underwent randomiza-
tion (439 to the e-cigarette group and 447 to the 
nicotine-replacement group). Of the randomly 
assigned participants, 78.8% completed the 52-
week follow-up (Fig. 1). The sample was com-
posed largely of middle-aged smokers, with 
40.7% entitled to free prescriptions (a marker of 
social disadvantage or poor health) (Table 1, and 
Table S1 in the Supplementary Appendix).

Effects of Treatment on Abstinence

The rate of sustained 1-year abstinence was 
18.0% in the e-cigarette group and 9.9% in the 
nicotine-replacement group (relative risk, 1.83; 
95% confidence interval [CI], 1.30 to 2.58; 
P<0.001) (Table 2). The absolute difference in the 
1-year abstinence rate between the two groups 
was 8.1 percentage points, resulting in a number 
needed to treat for one additional person to have 
sustained abstinence of 12 (95% CI, 8 to 27). The 
result did not change substantially in the four 
sensitivity analyses (relative risk, 1.75 to 1.85; 
P≤0.001 for all comparisons) (Table S2 in the 
Supplementary Appendix). Abstinence rates were 
higher in the e-cigarette group than in the nico-

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tine-replacement group at all time points (Table 2, 
and Table S3 in the Supplementary Appendix).

We conducted a post hoc analysis, in which 
participants with 1-year abstinence who used 
nonassigned products (see the Supplementary 
Appendix) were removed from the sample (3% 
[2 of 79] in the e-cigarette group were using 

nicotine replacement and 20% [9 of 44] in the 
nicotine-replacement group were using e-ciga-
rettes). This resulted in a 1-year abstinence rate 
of 17.7% in the e-cigarette group, as compared 
with 8.0% in the nicotine-replacement group 
(relative risk, 2.21; 95% CI, 1.52 to 3.22).

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was not achieved, more had a carbon monoxide–
validated reduction of smoking by at least 50% 
in the e-cigarette group than in the nicotine-
replacement group (Table 2). Time to relapse 
and relapse rates at 52 weeks among partici-
pants with sustained abstinence at 4 weeks did 
not differ substantially between the two trial 
groups (hazard ratio for time to relapse, 1.14; 
95% CI, 0.96 to 1.34; relative risk of relapse at 
52 weeks, 1.27; 95% CI, 0.93 to 1.73).

Treatment Adherence and Ratings and Effects 
on Withdrawal Symptoms

Overall adherence was similar in the two groups, 
but e-cigarettes were used more frequently and 
for longer than nicotine replacement (Table 3). 
In the nicotine-replacement group, 88.1% of 
participants used nicotine-replacement combi-
nations. In the e-cigarette group, practically all 
participants used refillable e-cigarettes (Table S4 
in the Supplementary Appendix).

Among participants with 1-year abstinence, 
80% (63 of 79) were using e-cigarettes at 52 
weeks in the e-cigarette group and 9% (4 of 44) 
were using nicotine replacement in the nicotine-

replacement group. Further details of product 
use (including the use of nonassigned products) 
are provided in the Supplementary Appendix, 
including Tables S4 and S5.

Both e-cigarettes and nicotine-replacement 
products were perceived to be less satisfying 
than cigarettes. However, e-cigarettes provided 
greater satisfaction and were rated as more 
helpful to refrain from smoking than nicotine-
replacement products (Table S6 in the Supple-
mentary Appendix).

Among participants with abstinence at 1 week 
after their quit date as well as participants with 
abstinence at 4 weeks, those in the e-cigarette 
group had less severe urges to smoke than did 
those in the nicotine-replacement group (Table 4). 
They also reported a smaller increase from base-
line in irritability, restlessness, and inability to 
concentrate than those in the nicotine-replace-
ment group during the first week of abstinence. 
Between-group differences in hunger and depres-
sion were in the same direction but less substan-
tial. By week 4, participants in either group who 
were abstinent reported little withdrawal discom-
fort (Table S7 in the Supplementary Appendix).

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Safety Evaluation

Two participants died during the trial. One died 
from ischemic heart disease in the e-cigarette 
group and one from traumatic spine injury in 
the nicotine-replacement group.

There were 27 serious adverse events in the 
e-cigarette group and 22 in the nicotine-replace-
ment group (Table S8 in the Supplementary Ap-
pendix). No serious adverse event in either group 
was classified by the trial clinician as being re-
lated to product use, but we noted 1 respiratory 
event in the nicotine-replacement group and 5 in 
the e-cigarette group (2 in participants who were 
smoking and not vaping, 2 in participants who 
were smoking and vaping, and 1 in a participant 
whose status with respect to smoking and vap-
ing was not known) (see the Supplementary Ap-
pendix).

Of the prespecified adverse reactions of inter-
est, nausea was reported more frequently in the 
nicotine-replacement group (37.9%, vs. 31.3% in 

the e-cigarette group) and throat or mouth irri-
tation more frequently in the e-cigarette group 
(65.3%, vs. 51.2% in the nicotine-replacement 
group). There was little difference between the 
two groups in the percentage of participants 
reporting severe nausea (6.6% in the e-cigarette 
group and 6.5% in the nicotine-replacement 
group) or severe throat or mouth irritation (5.9% 
and 3.9%, respectively) (Tables S9 and S10 in the 
Supplementary Appendix).

Regarding the prespecified respiratory symp-
toms of interest, the incidence of cough and 
phlegm production declined in both trial groups 
from baseline to 52 weeks. However, among 
participants who reported cough or phlegm at 
baseline, significantly more were symptom-free 
at the 52-week follow-up in the e-cigarette group 
than in the nicotine-replacement group (Table 5). 
To determine whether this was due to the high-
er abstinence rate in the e-cigarette group, we 
ran an exploratory analysis that controlled for

This did not 
change the results (relative risk for cough, 0.8;

Discussion

E-cigarettes were more effective for smoking 
cessation than nicotine-replacement therapy in 
this randomized trial. This is particularly note-
worthy given that nicotine replacement was used 
under expert guidance, with access to the full 
range of nicotine-replacement products and with 
88.1% of participants using combination treat-
ments.11

Our trial showed a stronger effect of e-ciga-
rettes than previous trials.5,12,13 This could be 
due to the inclusion of smokers seeking help in 
quitting, the provision of face-to-face support, 
and the use of refillable e-cigarettes with free 
choice of e-liquids. Previous trials provided lim-
ited or no face-to-face support and used first-
generation cartridge products. Refillable devices 
are generally more efficient at nicotine delivery.14

The trial provides some indications of why 
e-cigarettes had better results than nicotine-
replacement treatments. As in previous stud-
ies,5,15 e-cigarettes were more effective in allevi-
ating tobacco withdrawal symptoms and received 
better ratings than nicotine-replacement ther-
apy. They may also have allowed better tailoring 
of nicotine dose to individual needs.

The rate of continuing e-cigarette use was 
fairly high. This can be seen as problematic if 
e-cigarette use for a year signals ongoing long-
term use, which may pose as-yet-unknown health 
risks. On the positive side, ongoing e-cigarette 
use may ameliorate withdrawal symptoms, such 
as constipation,16 mouth ulcers,17 and weight 
gain,18 and continue to provide some of the 
positive subjective effects previously derived 
from smoking.19 Provided that ongoing e-ciga-
rette use has similar effects to long-term nico-
tine-replacement use, for heavy smokers with a 
high risk of relapse, long-term e-cigarette use 
may also assist with preventing relapse.20 Among 
participants in our trial in whom full abstinence 
was not achieved, those in the e-cigarette group 
were more likely to reduce their smoke intake 
than those in the nicotine-replacement group, 
but it is unclear whether this affects future ab-
stinence.

E-cigarettes caused more throat or mouth ir-
ritation, and nicotine replacement caused more 
nausea; these effects were mostly mild. There were 
mixed signals regarding the effects of e-cigarettes 
on the respiratory system. More participants in the 
e-cigarette group than in the nicotine-replace-
ment group reported respiratory serious adverse 
events, although the difference was not signifi-
cant and some of the affected participants were 
not vaping. Meanwhile, we detected positive ef-
fects of e-cigarette use on some respiratory out-
comes. Similar positive effects were reported 
previously. A switch to e-cigarettes was accom-
panied by a reduction in respiratory infections in 
an online survey,21 and two case studies described 
nonsmokers with chronic throat and nose infec-
tions that resolved after they started to vape. 
Antibacterial effects of propylene glycol and 
glycerin were suggested as possible explana-
tions.22,23 (For more on e-cigarettes and the respi-
ratory system, see the Supplementary Appendix.)

The trial had several limitations. Product as-
signments could not be blinded. Positive expec-
tations have limited effects on long-term absti-
nence, but if nicotine replacement was seen as 
an inferior option, participants in the nicotine-
replacement group could have put less effort into 
their quit attempt than those in the e-cigarette 
group. We tried to limit expectation effects by 
recruiting only participants with no strong prod-
uct preference. Abstinence rates in the nicotine-
replacement group were also at least as high as 
in usual practice24 (see the Supplementary Appen-
dix). Nevertheless, lack of blinding could affect 
the results. Carbon monoxide validation detects 
smoking only over the past 24 hours, so there 
may have been some false negative results. Sev-
eral participants in the nicotine-replacement 
group used e-cigarettes during the trial, but this 
would dilute rather than amplify any effects of 
e-cigarettes. The 1-year follow-up rate of 79% 
was similar to the rates of 78%,19 79%,5 and 
75%20 observed in other studies involving the 
same general population and setting. Achieving 
higher follow-up rates among smokers engaged 
in face-to-face treatment is difficult, because they 
tend to feel embarrassed if they do not quit, and 
some avoid further contact. Multiple imputation 
showed consistent results; nevertheless, incom-
plete follow-up represents another limitation of 
the trial.

The findings are likely to be valid for depen-
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dent smokers who seek help but may not be 
generalizable to smokers who are less dependent 
or who try e-cigarettes for reasons other than 
quitting smoking. In addition, they may not be 
generalizable to less effective first-generation 
e-cigarettes. Moreover, not all service clients 
want e-cigarettes. In a previous study, 69% ac-
cepted the offer of an e-cigarette starter pack.25 
(For comparison, 57% of service clients opt for 
nicotine replacement and 25% for varenicline.26)

Further trials are needed to determine whether 
our results generalize outside the U.K. services. 
In addition, e-cigarette studies are needed that 
compare different levels of support. This is im-
portant for focusing public health messages on 
either encouraging smokers to switch to e-ciga-
rette use within support services or recommend-
ing use with less intensive or no support.

In our trial, refillable e-cigarettes had greater 
efficacy than nicotine-replacement therapy, even 
though nicotine replacement was provided in 
combinations and under expert guidance.

The bad taste of ordinary tobacco is 
probably enough to make cigarettes unappealing to most young people, but added 
flavors encourage them to start using a product that will lead to great physical 
harm.  Tobacco is a dangerous product and we should not allow companies to make 
money from enhancing this poison to make it more appealing to anyone, especially 
teenagers.

My name is Lisa Dau, RN, Injury Prevention Coordinator, and I represent KIPC.   
E-cigarettes, particularly JUUL products that come with appealing flavors are very popular with tweens 
and teens. Marketing and peer pressure have led to this popularity. Flavoring and the sweet odors of 
these products mask the dangers of using JUUL and other products that contain flavored tobacco. 
Consuming these potent addicting products can lead to live-long illnesses. Vaping entrepreneurs have 
been using strategies from tobacco companies to market their products directly to children. Add-on 
products like flavored tobacco make the product very appealing to tweens and teenagers. Friends and 
younger siblings are eager to try a new cool activity, this increases peer pressure of being a part of the 
“in group” which might lead a teen’s decision to use tobacco products.  
There is significant dangers associated with nicotine. According to JUUL (e-cigarette product), a single 
pod (flavored tobacco) contains the same amount of nicotine as a pack of cigarettes. The American 
Journal of Medicine linked teen e-cigarette use with future cigarette use. There is a perception that 
vaping is unoffending, and even a healthy way to wean off of cigarettes, however it has been reported 
that 63% of young adults who use JUUL products with flavored nicotine did not know the substance 
contains nicotine (Safe Kids Worldwide).  
If this bill passes, Hawai‘i will lead the nation in showing how we value our keiki health and safety by 

banning flavored tobacco products. Please pass this bill, SB 1009 SD2 HD2.

The Hawaii Dental Hygienists’ Association  (HDHA) strongly supports  Senate Bill 1009 

SD2, HD2 which proposes to prohibit the sale or distribution of flavored tobacco 

products in the State of Hawaii effective January 1, 2020.   

We congratulate the Legislature for introducing a measure that seeks to address the 

health dangers caused by flavored tobacco products in Hawaii. The marketing of 

flavored tobacco products, clearly targets sales to Hawaii’s youth as an initiation into 

the use of other nicotine products.  In contrast to the positive decline in combustible 

tobacco smoking, use of electronic smoking devices (ESDs), also known as vaping or e-

cigarettes, has increased dramatically over the last decade, making ESDs and flavored 

tobacco products the most common tobacco product used among youth.   

HDHA believes that the nicotine in tobacco is clearly addictive and has been proven to 

be especially harmful to the oral health of those using it.  Current research shows a 

direct correlation between smoking and periodontal disease. It has been shown to 

significantly increase the risk of tooth loss over time and decrease the ability for oral 

soft tissue to heal.

Hello, I am Cole Nakashima. I am a student from Kailua, current away for college. I 
would like to submit my testimony in support of SB1009. 

As a kid growing up in Hawaii it was not hard to see the impact of tobacco addiction, 
from the mass quantities of cigarette butts on the beach to smokers on street corners. 
Tobacco has also had a notable impact on my family. I am very fortunate to have 
parents that recognized the danger tobacco would pose to a young child and they both 
worked hard to quit when my mother was pregnant. However, they could not total shake 
their addiction, to this day my dad will occasionally smoke a cigar, especially on special 
occasions.

My name is Daniel Drapesa. I am writing you today to express my opposition to 
Senate Bill 1009. 
I am an employee of a brick and mortar Vape shop that produces our own brand 
of Eliquid . We proudly make our product right here in Hawaii Nei, following all FDA  
regulations and procedures. This being said, I fear the repercussions of this bill 
passing into law. My Livelihood and the means by which I support my family could be  
compromised and even taken away completely. 
On a daily basis I meet of aged individuals who's lives have been changed for the 
better because of harm reduction/smoking cessation products such as "ENDS" 
(electronic nicotine delivery systems) and Eliquid . 
You say smoking traditional combustable cigarettes is at an all time low for Hawaii's 
youth, well this is true for adults as well. Smoking, drinking, and drug use is declining at 
the exact and opposite rate to the rise in Vaping in america.  

The fact that children are able to get a hold of these products is the main problem. As a 
Vaper who checks out many shops and ad a vape shop employee I can  
tell you the main reasons Youth have ENDS and Eliquid. Retailers such as gas 
stations, convienence stores, and even some vape shops neglect to idcustomers. The 
easy fix: 
Increase penalties for said retailers and more enforcement. Family and friends also buy 
these items for youth. I've seen parents come in to shops and turn to their children and 
ask "what did you want to get again ?" Parents need to be accountable also. Make 
stricter punishments for the parents when youth are caught vaping or with 
devices\Eliquid. That way parents do what they are supposed to and teach their children 
to abide by the laws! 

Mahalo for considering my testimony 
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Comments:  

I strongly support SB1009, which will ban the sale of all flavored tobacco products, 
ultimately reducing the number of users and potential users. 

Youth are highly attracted to the variety, 15,500 + and growing, flavors. These are 
marketed to appeal to young people. With names like Fruit Hoops, Cali Colada, Space 
Jam, TrollzE, and Blizzard Berry-BRRRST, clearly the industry is targeting children 
under 21. By attracting young people, the next generation of consumers is being 
cultivated. 

It is targeted, and the messaging is working phenomenally well. Nationally, there was a 
78% increase from 2017-2018 in current e-cigarette use among high school students 
and 48% increase among middle school students. Bringing the total number of middle 
and high school students currently using to 3.6 million, 1.5 million more than the 
previous year. Hawaii youth are part of this trend, 42% of HIDOE high school students 
and 27% of middle school students report having ever used an electronic vaping 
product. 

In our Maui community, vaping has grown into a local epidemic. I wanted to share 
testimony from Josh Ooka, a Baldwin High School senior that testified in front of the 
Maui County Coucil.  He shared about the growing challenges he's experienced first 
hand everyday in his school 

Josh shares, "Every day when I use social media, I see at least one video or image of 
someone vaping. I see people posting videos of them using vapes at beaches, parks, 
and in their cars doing tricks and vaping with their friends. The use of social media to 
showcase vaping popularized it and made it widespread. At school vapes are small and 
can be easily hidden, so it’s not a surprise to me when I’m walking to my next class, and 
I see someone vaping in the hall because it’s become so ordinary and normal to see. 
When I go into the bathrooms, it is filled with sweet and fruity scents, and I get 
pressured to try vaping every time I go into the bathroom." 

He goes on to explain, "Some may think that only students in regular classes or “the 
bad kids” vape, but I am involved in athletics, clubs, and take AP and Honors classes 
and vaping is so widespread it affects everyone at every level in every activity. Even in 
my top-level classes, there are kids hiding their vape in their hands occasionally taking 



a “rip” because they can’t resist. I see my peers vaping in class when the teacher isn’t 
looking, and they have a trick to breathe it out clear and undetectable." 

Because of his experience, Josh took it upon himself to coordinate a Breathe Aloha 
Day, where he hosted vape prevention and awareness activities to help his fellow 
students fight this growing epidemic. 

As a state, we do not have the time to take a “wait and see” approach. The crisis is now 
and quickly growing the number of teenagers that are becoming addicted to nicotine. 
For years, we have done our keiki a disservice by ignoring the numbers and trusting the 
industry that were acting ethically. We are allowing a generation to become addicted to 
nicotine through the hook of flavored e-liquids. This measure is the top priority of the 
youth council. Our children are asking the adults to address the issue of their health and 
well-being; we can’t fail them. 

We are grateful to the Committee for hearing SB1009 and hope that you will pass this 
bill for the sake of our keiki. Flavors hook kids!!

Aloha 

The island of Oahu has many issues concerning its residents and visitors that should be 
addressed by the board to whom I am writing this to. One of the issues that you are 
discussing right now pertains to flavored tobacco products and the use of them by 
residents of the state especially underage users. I do agree that the use of flavored 
tobacco products by minors is a problem but bill SB1009 which is proposed is not the 
right way of dealing with the issue. I don’t know a right way to address this problem, but 
I can point out ways that will prevent this bill from working and in return hurting Hawaii’s 
residents and tax payers of this beautiful state. 

I started using tobacco products at the age of sixteen and have been using them ever 
since then. I started smoking Marlboro Lights and later moved to stronger ones like 
Marlboro Reds. None of the tobacco products that I started with or kept using were 
flavored in anyway including using menthol. Flavor did not attract me to start using 
tobacco products, but the curiosity of a sixteen-year-old kid did. The age to use tobacco 
products at that time was 18 but that doesn’t prevent a curious teenager from getting 
what they want, and if anything, it makes it more desirable if they do. Minors these days 
are not getting flavored tobacco products from retail stores and they never will till they 
are of age. The easiest way of getting them today would be to get them online or from 
someone they know of age and willing to buy it for them. Many online websites don’t 
require much to obtain flavored tobacco products like e-liquid for vaporizers. At the most 
they require either a birthdate which you select the month, day and date of the year you 
were born or just clicking the yes button saying that you are over 21 years of age. Any 
minor that is old enough to order something online will be able to figure out the birthdate 
they need to put to make it seem like they are of legal age to the site. Once they gain 
access, the whole inventory of that site is available to them and all they need is a credit 
card or visa gift card to purchase it. I currently work at a vaporizer store in the city of 
Honolulu and our establishment is strict on ID checking and making sure that no minor 
enters/purchases anything form the establishment or that any of the products that we 
sell are to our knowledge, being bought for a minor. Everyday we have to turn away 
eighteen to twenty-year-old kids that try to sneak by and hope that we are lenient or can 
slip by without us knowing. We even must turn away parents and grandparents that 
come in with minors that try to buy it for them to be the “cool” one in the minor’s eyes. 
We constantly get from guardians that come in with minor why is it that they can’t buy 



the products since the kid just was telling them what to buy but they are the ones buying 
it. Some will even say that they would rather have their child/grandchild vaping than 
smoking things like marijuana or methamphetamine. 

The bill currently states that: "Characterizing flavor" means a distinguishable taste or 
aroma, or both, other than the taste or aroma of tobacco, imparted by a tobacco product 
or any byproduct produced by the tobacco product. Characterizing flavors include but 
are not limited to tastes or aromas relating to any candy, chocolate, vanilla, honey, fruit, 
cocoa, coffee, dessert, alcoholic beverage, mint, wintergreen, herb, or spice. A tobacco 
product shall not be determined to have a characterizing flavor solely because of the 
use of additives or flavorings or the provision of ingredient information in the absence of 
a distinguishable taste or aroma, or both. In this description it states that Mint and 
Wintergreen flavors are not permitted but what is the difference between those flavors 
and straight menthol? Even mentholated cigarettes have a mint or wintergreen flavor 
which naturally comes from the menthol. Straight menthol flavors also have a mint and 
wintergreen aroma when vaporized so I don’t see how one can be allowed but not the 
other. Another question I feel should be addressed is who would be producing such a E-
liquid for a consumer to use? In the bill its states that "Constituent" means any 
ingredient, substance, chemical, or compound, other than tobacco, water, or 
reconstituted tobacco sheet, that is added by the manufacturer to a tobacco product 
during the processing, manufacture, or packing of the tobacco product. E-liquid is 
currently made up of 4 different ingredients which is Vegetable Glycerin, Propylene 
Glycol, Nicotine and Flavoring. Out of these 4 ingredients the only one that is can 
naturally be extracted from tobacco would be nicotine and the rest would be considered 
chemicals. Even the flavoring will have chemicals inside of it no matter if its tobacco 
flavored or fruit. There is currently only one brand that I know of that extracts its flavor 
and nicotine from tobacco, but even that has Vegetable Glycerin added into the juice to 
make it vaporizable. This definition would make 99% of the E-liquids, no matter the 
flavor, unavailable to use. People that choose to vape as their method of getting off 
cigarettes will have less options than those choosing to use Nicorette which 
manufactures a fruit flavor. 

Kids are always going to find a way to get what they want and what they are most 
curious about, and in return the adults that are trying to get off from tradition tobacco 
products are the ones that will be most affected by this bill. Many adults were successful 
in getting off tobacco products like cigars, cigarettes and chew by switching to vaping. 
Most cigar and cigarette users were able to make the switch using flavored e-liquid. The 
flavors helped by making it enjoyable to vape and if they would get the urge to smoke a 
cigar or cigarette, it would make them taste horrible as well as the smell. Many ex-
smokers can’t go back to cigarettes or cigars after vaping because of how horrible it 
tastes and the smell that lingers from the smoke. The flavors would help keep them 
from smoking and stay off the tobacco products that we for sure know kills. The whole 
reason that smokers switch to vaping is so that they can stay away from traditional 
tobacco. A flavor ban will take away a very big part of vaping that plays a positive role in 
helping people switch and not want to go back. Banning flavored e-juice will also force 
many ex-smokers to get their products online which will result in vaporizer stores 



statewide to close their doors come January 1, 2020. There will be hundreds of 
residents that are part of the industry that will be without a job once that happens and all 
the money that would have been spent in the state would be going elsewhere. Money 
will be leaving our state economy, hundreds will be out of a job and no taxes can be 
collected from any of the businesses that were forced to close. We are already facing a 
problem with the increasing number of homeless in the state and this would only add to 
the existing problem. 

This is the reason why I don’t believe that bill SB1009 will be effective in a positive way 
for the residents and tax payers of the state of Hawaii. I am writing this testimony 
because I STRONGLY OPPOSE SB1009 AND FEEL THAT IT SHOULD NOT BE 
PASSED. One group of the population should not have to be sacrificed for the other’s 
sake. Just because some of the population is obese doesn’t mean that we should ban 
everyone from eating rice and gravy.

Aloha, my name is Alexis Cortes and I am currently a senior at Hawai`i Pacific University 

studying Public Health and a member of the Hawai`i Public Health Institute’s Coalition for a 

Tobacco-Free Hawai`i’s Youth Council. I am testifying in support of Senate Bill 1009 to end the 

sale of flavored tobacco products in Hawai`i. 

 

 Our Youth Counsel’s top priority this year is to end the sale and distribution of flavored tobacco, 

including menthol, in Hawai`i. Vaping is currently a common trend that I am witnessing in my 

community. In the US, 81% of youth have used some form of tobacco product and these flavors 

contribute to this rate.  Flavors like cotton candy, iced gummy bear, Hawai`i sweet roll, and even 

POG are attracting our youth to try tobacco products. There are currently around 15,500 different 

flavors available for purchase. In addition, the packaging of flavored tobacco products is often 

mistaken as actual candy products. Tobacco industries are aware of how to market towards our 

youth with colorful and “cool” packaging and they are their current targets. When doing 

presentations with the Youth Council, our props are primarily donations of confiscated vaping 

products from schools. Our vaping rates are three times the national average for middle school 

students and twice the national average for high school students in Hawai`i.  

 

As a public health major, I know that Hawai`i has made great efforts on tobacco preventative 

measures like increasing the age of purchasing tobacco products to 21 years old. However, the 

tobacco industry is using the flavored tobacco as a tactic to hook a new generation that lead to a 

lifetime nicotine addiction. Within the Hawai`i Youth Risk Behavior Survey, 25% of high school 

students choose to vape is because of the availability of the flavors. Although combustible 

cigarettes are at an all time low, e-cigarettes use has skyrocketed by 78% from 2017 to 2018. 

Flavored tobacco is clearly responsible for the high spike of e-cigarette use.

Data from the 2013-2014 Population Assessment of Tobacco and Health 
(PATH) study found that 80.8 percent of 12-17 year olds who had ever used a tobacco 
product initiated tobacco use with a flavored product. Currently in Hawaii only 4.7% of 
adults vape yet 25.5% or our high school students do. On my island of Maui the 
situation is even worse with 1 in 3 (32.3%) of high schoolers vaping. Education has not 
been enough to stem the tide, we need public policy in place to protect this generation 
of keiki from nicotine addiction.

I strongly support SB 1009-SD2-HD2, which would ban the sale of flavored tobacco 
products. 

I support this bill because previous research has shown that flavorings make tobacco 
products, particularly e-cigarettes, attractive to adolescents. Recent data from Hawaii 
and other states have shown that e-cigarette use is quite prevalent among school 
students, even among middle school students who are 12-14 years of age. This is 
resulting in a high rate of addiction to nicotine, which was previously not known in 
Hawaii because rates of cigarette smoking were relatively low and the high taxes on 
cigarettes in Hawaii result in less frequent smoking among students who do smoke. It 
looks like e-cigarettes are changing this situation and that a number of students may 
graduate from school being addicted to nicotine. 

In addition to showing that e-cigarette use is prevalent among Hawaii school students, 
our studies have shown that e-cigarette use is linked to several adverse outcomes. 
Using e-cigarettes is related to initiation of cigarette smoking among previous 
nonsmokers, hence is contributing to nicotine addiction through another mechanism. It 
is also related to asthma and bronchitis. 

Recent authoritative articles by physicians and pharmacologists in the New England 
Journal of Medicine have emphasized that nicotine is as addictive as heroin, that 



flavored tobacco products increase the likelihood of adolescents becoming addicted, 
and that there is increasing evidence of harmful respiratory effects from e-cigarette 
vapor. (See, for example, “The Dangerous Flavors of E-Cigarettes,” New England 
Journal, January 30, 2019.) Many public health experts have noted that the current 
epidemic of e-cigarette use among adolescents is creating risk for public health and that 
steps should be taken to reduce use among teenagers. All the research I have seen 
indicates that eliminating flavorings would be a large and effective step toward this goal. 

I have heard some people argue that the FDA is going to take action against flavorings 
soon. 

I don’t believe it. I have heard similar arguments for years about tobacco policy. The 
tobacco companies agreed in 2006 to run ads about the risks of cigarette smoking and 
nicotine addiction, but IT TOOK 12 YEARS before they finally agreed to do this. (You 
are just seeing the se ads in the newspapers now.) The FDA tried to use its legal 
authority to put graphic warning labels on cigarette packages beginning in 2010, but 
THIS NEVER HAPPENED because the tobacco companies kept filing lawsuits against 
it. The writing on the wall is that if FDA tries to take action against flavored tobacco 
products, the tobacco companies will just do the same thing all over again and delay 
action for 10 or 20 years. Meanwhile a new generation of teenagers will become 
addicted to nicotine. 

For the reasons given above, I strongly support SB 1009-SD2-HD2 and ask you to pass 
this out of committee.

Our state has one of the highest per capita uses of flavored
tobacco products among middle school and high school students in the US. After the tremendous success of the Tobacco
Free Coalition, the legislature, and many others in drastically reducing teen tobacco use in Hawaii, tobacco use among
teens has made a drastic U-turn with the introduction and promotion by tobacco companies of flavored, "cool,"  e-
cigarettes. These products have deliberately targeted  children by adding many, many flavors with candy names like
"Fruit Hoops", using colorful candy-like packaging directed toward children, and advertising that stresses good taste and
smell of these products. In fact, the taste and packaging of fla vored tobacco products are so enticing that young children
have ingested the flavored juice with tragic results.

These electronic products were originally marketed as a safe way to wean off cigarettes. This assertion has no scientific
evidence to back it up and misleads our keiki who feel that using ESP's is not only cool, but also safe. Ironically, tobacco
companies have cynically taken advantage of gullible consumers by significantly increasing the nicotine concentration in
the flavored "juices" so that new users are instantly hooked on nicotine, which is one of the most addicting substances
known to man.

Unfortunately, the FDA has been slow to recognize the harmful potential of vaping despite frantic warnings from the
American Academy of Pediatrics. Finally the head of the FDA has suggested some control of flavored ESP's in gas stations
and convenience stores, which doesn't at all cover on line or tobacco store purchases, and there is no review of sales to
minors until 2022. Also, flavored smokeless tobacco and hookah are not addressed. This is reminiscent of the long and
difficult push to control tobacco sales, which was violently opposed by tobacco companies and their lobbyists.

The American Academy of Pediatrics has strongly supported elimination of flavored tobacco products, including
menthol.  These products have been shown to be disproportionately used by young people, especially teenagers, as the
menthol and other flavors make it easier to start using tobacco and nicotine.

Our state has one of the highest per capita uses of 
flavored tobacco products among middle school and high school students in the US. After the tremendous success 
of the Tobacco Free Coalition, the legislature, and many others in drastically reducing teen tobacco use in Hawaii, 
tobacco use among teens has made a drastic U-turn with the introduction and promotion by tobacco companies of 
flavored, "cool," e-cigarettes. These products have deliberately targeted children by adding many, many flavors 
with candy names like "Fruit Hoops", using colorful candy-like packaging directed toward children, and advertising 
that stresses good taste and smell of these products. In fact, the taste and packaging of flavored tobacco products 
are so enticing that young children have ingested the flavored juice with tragic results.  
 
These electronic products were originally marketed as a safe way to wean off cigarettes. This assertion has no 
scientific evidence to back it up and misleads our keiki who feel that using ESP's is not only cool, but also safe. 
Ironically, tobacco companies have cynically taken advantage of gullible consumers by significantly increasing the 
nicotine concentration in the flavored "juices" so that new users are instantly hooked on nicotine, which is one of 
the most addicting substances known to man. This means that our keiki are rapidly becoming addicted to nicotine, 
instantly creating a life-long market for tobacco companies. 
 
Unfortunately, the FDA has been slow to recognize the harmful potential of vaping despite frantic warnings from 
the American Academy of Pediatrics. Finally the head of the FDA has suggested some control of flavored ESP's in 
gas stations and convenience stores, which doesn't at all cover on line or tobacco store purchases, and there is no 
review of sales to minors until 2022. Also, flavored smokeless tobacco and hookah are not addressed. This is 
reminiscent of the long and difficult push to control tobacco sales, which was violently opposed by tobacco 
companies and their lobbyists. I am sure we all remember the insistence by Big Tobacco that there was no health 
risk from tobacco products. 
 
It’s also critical to include menthol cigarettes in the flavored tobacco ban. Menthol cigarettes are a popular starter 
product, as it has cooling properties that mask the harshness of tobacco smoke and nicotine. The tobacco industry 
has a long history of marketing menthol cigarettes to youth and vulnerable groups, such as the Native Hawaiian 
community, and has led to health disparities.

Comments:  

SB1009, the proposed bill to ban flavored tobacco products to include electronic 
cigarettes, is gravely misguided. Any language concerning e-liquids or e-cigarettes 
should be removed from this legislation. E-cigarette flavors play an integral role in 
encouraging cigarette smokers to switch to and continue vaping. The big picture is e-
cigarettes provide a once in a lifetime opportunity to improve public health and 
save many lives. In the rush to address the issue of youth access to e-cigarettes, 
you’re forgetting about the welfare of the broader adult population in Hawaii. Surely that 
can’t be your intent. 

  

Like any age-restricted product, efforts to prevent youth access to e-cigarettes should 
focus on education, enforcement and laws to discourage the purchase, possession and 
use of these products by minors. For example, additional measures could include 
stepped-up retailer ID check audits, limits on bulk purchases and stronger 
consequences for those participating in “social access”, where most youth obtain age-
restricted products like e-cigarettes or alcohol from adults age 21 and over. 

  

While e-cigarettes should not be used by anyone under 21, the assertion that nicotine 
harms the adolescent brain has not been proven by scientific evidence. This speculation 
was raised in the Surgeon General’s 2016 report only after other failed efforts to 
demonize e-cigarettes. Nicotine is not very different from caffeine, and is being studied 
for its positive effects. Note that nicotine is also found in foods such as potatoes, 
eggplant and tomatoes. 

  

The claim that youth vaping of e-cigarettes is a gateway to cigarette smoking is another 
myth, again with no evidence to support the assertion. In fact, the opposite is clearly 
true: the all-time lows in smoking coincide with and are directly attributable to the rise in 
vaping. Moreover, I personally know countless individuals who have switched from 
smoking to vaping, but I do not know anyone who has gone from vaping to smoking. 
Smokers attempt to quit over 30 times before succeeding; e-cigarettes are the most 



effective smoking cessation products today. Note that in the United Kingdom, the 
government has actually endorsed e-cigarettes as a smoking cessation tool. 

  

Unless the legislature is prepared to ban combustible cigarettes altogether, you should 
not ban flavored e-cigarettes because e-cigarettes provide the best chance to avoid 
preventable death and disease from smoking. People conflate them, but vaping 
electronic cigarettes could not be more different than smoking traditional cigarettes. 
Traditional cigarettes involve combustion; burning tobacco leaves creates tar and many 
carcinogens. It has been said that people “smoke for the nicotine, but die from the tar”. 
E-cigarettes, on the other hand, do not involve combustion. Many studies have 
demonstrated that vaping is a much safer alternative to smoking. The only thing 
cigarettes have in common with e-cigarettes is that both contain nicotine, which 
happens to be derived from the tobacco plant. 

  

Vaping flavored e-cigarettes does not equate to smoking flavored cigarettes. Adult 
vaping of e-cigarettes is good; smoking traditional cigarettes is bad. Surely you 
understand the distinction between the fake and real cigarettes. Please take a step back 
and block out the misinformed panic and hysteria.
