OFFICE’S POSITION: OYS supports the measure. Act 106, SLH 2018, established a

Youth Commission to advise the Governor and Legislature on the effects of legislative policies,
needs, assessments, priorities, programs, and budgets concerning the youth of the state. The
act authorized funds for only FY 2019. This measure provides funding as a fixed cost in the
base budget of the Department of Human Services on a recurring basis. This will allow the
position to attract a larger pool of applicants compared to a temporary position status, in order
to carry out the duties of the Youth Commission.

PURPOSE: The purpose of the measure is to establish a full-time equivalent (1.0 FTE)
permanent youth commission administrator within the Office of Youth Services to administer
the youth commission. An appropriation of $81,416 to fund the position and other associated
administrative costs.

Aloha Chair San Buenaventura, Vice Chair Nakamura and Members of the Committee!

My name is Kat Brady and I am the Coordinator of Community Alliance on Prisons, a
community initiative promoting smart justice policies in Hawai'i for more than two decades. This
testimony is respectfully offered on behalf of the families of ASHLEY GREY, DAISY KASITATI,
JOEY O°"MALLEY, JESSICA FORTSON AND ALL THE PEOPLE WHO HAVE DIED UNDER THE
“CARE AND CUSTODY” OF THE STATE as well as the approximately 5,500 Hawai'i individuals
living behind bars or under the “care and custody” of the Department of Public Safety on any given
day. We are always mindful that more than 1,600 of Hawai'i’s imprisoned people are serving their
sentences abroad thousands of miles away from their loved ones, their homes and, for the
disproportionate number of incarcerated Kanaka Maoli, far, far from their ancestral lands.

SB 231 SD1 establishes that the youth commission administrator and makes an appropriation
to fund one full-time equivalent (1.0 FTE) permanent youth commission administrator position.

This bill is important because Act 106, Session Laws of Hawaii (SLH) 2018, established a youth
commission to advise the governor and legislature on the effects of legislative policies, needs,
assessments, priorities programs, and budgets concerning youth and appropriated funds to hire one
staff position to administer the youth commission and other administrative costs. The funds,

however, were only authorized for one state fiscal year and funding for the position will end on June
30, 2019.

This bill is necessary to hire an Administrator for the Youth Commission and get it going. In
Hawai'i we are proud of our young people who have organized actions against gun violence and for
lowering the age for the right to vote. Our youth have demonstrated that they have a voice and are
using it to make Hawai'i a better place

This Commission is a great way to engage our children and youth in civic issues and to help
them understand the broader reach of policymaking. We earnestly hope that the administrator will
be a person who listens more than talks, guides more than directs, and loves our youth
unconditionally!

We urge the committee to support SB 231 SD1. Mahalo for this opportunity to testify!
