Fiscal Implications: State permitting agencies would require additional staff to review and
evaluate climate vulnerability assessments (CVA) and the time to process permit applications
would be lengthened. Permit applicants would incur additional costs to prepare and submit these

assessments.

Department Testimony: The bill requires the Department of Health (Department) to develop
rules for state agencies to require a CVA for all permit applications for any planned building,
transportation project, or land use change that may generate significant greenhouse gas (GHG)
emissions. The CVA is an analysis that includes a life cycle analysis of the net and gross GHG
emissions, the project’s vulnerability to climate-related disasters, and possible mitigation and

alternatives.

While the Department supports the Paris Agreement and strengthening Hawaii’s response

to the threat of climate change, we respectfully provide the following comments on this bill.

The requirement for the first element of the CV A, the life cycle analysis of GHG
emissions, may incur large costs to permit applicants, cause delays to a project, and require
added resources for permitting agencies. There is no clear indication of how a life cycle

analysis, which is supposed to demonstrate the carbon contribution of a process from cradle to
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grave, is to be applied. In reviewing the topic, the Department could not find a generally
accepted model for life cycle analysis of projects. We did find that it adds costs to a project and

can be problematic in its application.

While a life cycle analysis of carbon emissions may contribute useful information, the
Department is not aware of established regulations or criteria that would utilize the results of this
analysis as a basis to approve or deny a permit application, or to require restrictions or
limitations on the construction or operation of a project. Existing rules require the department to
compare a proposed project to a set of limits or requirements that set an objective standard for

approving or denying the permit.

The regulatory permit may not be the most appropriate vehicle for a CVA because it is
often one of the final steps of any project approval process. If the intent is to use the elements of
the CVA as cause for denying a permit, the permit applicant may have obtained other approvals

and invested funds in the project by the time its permit is evaluated.

With regard to the other two components of the CVA, most permitting programs are not
the appropriate agency to determine a project’s vulnerability to climate-related disasters or
evaluate mitigation strategies for global warming threats as they do not have the technical
expertise to make such assessments. Acceptable siting and project restrictions based on the
project’s susceptibility to climate related disasters, such as sea-level rise or more frequent storm
surges, should be evaluated by the state or county agency responsible for regulating development
and managing resources at the very beginning of a proposed project, and not by each state office

that issues a permit.

The Department of Transportation (DOT) opposes this bill which proposes to require
state agencies to require climate vulnerability assessments for all permit applications for
projects that involve building, transportation, or land use changes that generate
significant greenhouse gas emissions.

While the DOT supports the Paris Agreement and believes that Climate Change and
associated effects such as Sea Level Rise are critical issues for our state, DOT finds
that requiring a vulnerability assessment for all permit applications for projects that may
generate “significant greenhouse gas emissions in the construction or operation of the
project” to be overly broad and burdensome. It is unclear what expectation and/or
authority permitting agencies have in reviewing, approving, and/or requiring any
mitigation of such impacts. There is no clear methodology or standard identified to
make the “significant greenhouse gas emissions” determination. Further, permitting
agencies are unlikely to have the technical expertise to evaluate such assessments and
determine the direct impact of such a proposal on climate vulnerability might be or what
corrective actions such an applicant would have to undertake to address any such
potential impacts.

The Department of Design and Construction (DDC) agrees that climate change
poses serious threats to the State’s economy, sustainability, security, and way of life,
and that action needs to be taken now to address these threats. DDC is working
cooperatively with the City's new Office of Climate Change, Sustainability, and
Resiliency, which is preparing the City's climate adaption strategy and resiliency action
plans. However, DDC respectfully opposes Senate Bill No. 434, the purpose of which is
to “...require state agencies to conduct climate vulnerability assessments for projects
involving building, transportation, or land use change.”
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Section 1 of the bill indicates the following:

“Climate vulnerability assessment’ means a project analysis that includes a life
cycle analysis of the project's gross and net carbon emissions, the vulnerability of
the project to climate-related disasters, and possible mitigations and
alternatives.” :

"Project” means any planned building, transportation, or land use change by any
public or private entity that may generate significant greenhouse gas emissions
in the construction or operation phase of the project.

Section 2 of the bill indicates that, “State agencies shall require a climate
vulnerability assessment for all permit applications for projects filed after
December 31, 2020."

The meaning of “significant greenhouse gas emissions” is undefined and would
be critical for determining the potential effects of this bill on projects performed by DDC.
State permits are needed for many of our projects, including small repair and
reconstruction projects that would be unduly burdened with the proposed requirement to
prepare a climate vulnerability assessment.

For new building projects, the City requires compliance with the Leadership in
Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Silver requirements, which is a much more
practical method of addressing environmental impacts, such as carbon emissions
(Revised Ordinances of the City and County of Honolulu 1990, Section 2-9.3). DDC is
opposed to a new climate vulnerability assessment, which would overlap existing
project analysis requirements and add both cost and time to capital improvement
projects that are already burdened with a variety of costly and time-consuming
regulatory requirements. The proposed new climate vulnerability assessment would
exacerbate the existing hurdles experienced in providing capital improvements to public
infrastructure without commensurate benefits.

For infrastructure projects not involving buildings, there are other existing
systems in place that would be more efficient and practical to implement than creating a
new project assessment system to address only life cycle carbon emissions and
vulnerability to climate-related disasters. Examples include the Institute for Sustainable
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Infrastructure’s Envision system, LEED for Neighborhood Development, LEED for Cities
and Communities, etc. '

Based on the above considerations, DDC respectfully opposes Senate Bill No.
434,
