purview of the Hawaii Community Development
Corporation (HCDA), and the statutes should
be repealed to reflect that shared permitting
and expense items are wholly with the HCDA.

Section 266-22, Maintenance of fire boat -

The Department of Transportation no longer
owns any fireboats.
