“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO LEAF BLOWERS,”

The purpose of this measure is to:

(1) Restrict the use of leaf blowers in the Waikiki Special
Improvement District to a limited time of day when
operating leaf blowers within a residential zone or near
a residence; and

(2) Limit the permitted noise level for the operation of a
leaf blower within such limited time to eighty decibels.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from two individuals. Your Committee received comments on this
measure from the Waikiki Neighborhood Board.
