Sir:

Your Committee on Corrections, Military, & Veterans, to which
was referred H.B. No. 796 entitled:

"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO CORRECTIONAL FACILITY AND
COMMUNITY CORRECTIONAL CENTER DEATHS,™

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to update the reporting
requirements of the Department of Public Safety when employees and

inmates die at correctional facilities and community correctional
centers, including:

(1) Requiring race and ancestry of the decedent to be
included in the report;

(2) Requiring the report to cite to any authority relied
upon by the Department of Public Safety in determining
that information to be included in the report is
protected from disclosure by state or federal law; and

(3) Making a copy of the report public and readily available
to the decedent's family and press upon the Governor's
receipt of the report.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Office of the Public Defender, one member of the Kauai
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County Council, Community Alliance on Prisons, Kokua Kalihi
Valley, and twelve individuals. Your Committee received testimony
in opposition to this measure from the Department of Public
Safety. Your Committee received comments on this measure from the
Department of the Attorney General.

Your Committee finds that the added reporting requirements in
this measure increase transparency, accountability, and
accessibility of information to the decedent's family and the
public. However, your Committee finds that whether an inmate's
death was caused by an injury sustained while incarcerated may
take additional time to resolve. Your Committee also notes that
ancestry may be difficult to ascertain and that delays in
notification of the decedent's family can sometimes occur because
of outdated contact information.

Accordingly, your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Removing language requiring the report to contain a
finding of whether the inmate's death was caused by an
injury sustained by the inmate while incarcerated;

(2) Removing the decedent's ancestry from the reporting
requirements;

(3) Changing the timing for the Director of Public Safety to
make the report public and readily available to the
decedent's family and the press from the date upon which
the Governor receives the report to the date the
Director receives the medical examiner's report; and

(4) Changing the effective date to July 1, 3050, to
encourage further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Corrections, Military, & Veterans that is attached to
this report, your Committee 1is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 796, as amended herein, and recommends that it
pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 796,

H.D. 1, and be referred to your Committee on Judiciary & Hawaiian
Affairs.
