The purpose and intent of this measure is to request the
Department of Transportation and Department of Public Works of the
County of Kauai to conduct a study to identify and make
recommendations to alleviate traffic congestion at certain
intersections along Kaumualii Highway in the County of Kauai.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the Department of Transportation.

Your Committee finds that the Kaumualii Highway in the County
of Kauai is a vital transportation route for residents and
visitors. It is located close to some of the area's largest
employers as well as connects some of the most populous cities in
the county. Consequently, traffic congestion has become a major
problem at certain intersections along the highway. This traffic
congestion has a negative impact on the quality of life for
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residents of Kauai. Your Committee finds that the importance of
the highway and the negative impact that traffic congestion has on
residents necessitates a study to identify and make
recommendations for ways to alleviate the traffic issues.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making technical,
nonsubstantive amendments for the purposes of clarity and
consistency.
